The
style of Mr. McQueen was more that of
the essayist than the writer for a daily pap-
er, and he must have been ill-advised, in-
deed, when he decided to publish a daily
Lmr!y organ. Had he been wmore widely

nown than he was, he would have been
better appreciated ; but he died in com-
parative obscurity, considering hehad been
the editor of a daily paper, and a poet of
high merit in his native country. There
have been few men more worthy a niche in
the temple of fame.”
