Star, if cur memory serves us. Dick, 
ci vered with hayseed, wandered into 
the office and affected great 'astonish­
ment at the incomprenensible character 
os the work performed by the type­
setters. The compositors guyed hint 
considerably. Finally, he professed to 
regard the work as light, easy, trivial, 
readily performed, requiring little,if any, 
ingenuity, and wound up by hinting he 
could properly set typos himself.

est. He actually agreed to wager that 
lie could set type “like a book. ’’ He ex­
posed a roll of bank bills lie "had just 
received from the tale of a horse,"and ex­
pressed his willingness to try conclusions 
at their own business with any one of 
the smart chaps in tho office.
