BIG CONTRACT FOR
THENEWRAILWAY

Dr. H. L. McInnis Will Supply the
Ties, and Posts For Two Hun-
dred Miles.

(Saturday’s Daily:)

What is prabably the biggest rail-
way contract of its kind given out in
Western Canada, was awarded ves-
derday afternoon by the Alberta and
Great Waterways ranway to Dr. H.
L. McInnis of this city. The contract
whieh will. reach a total sam of he-
tween one hundred and fifty and two
hundred thousand dollars, calls' for
the supplying of bndge timiber, cul-
yvert timber,” fence posts & ties fer
the new railway reaching over a dis-
tance towards Fort MeMurray of
r2arly two hundred miles; and touch-

ing the south shore of Lae la Biche.
The contract calls for the supplying
of a large quantity of thé material
this winter and if the plans of the
company are carried out as they now
anticipate, the entire contraet will
have to be filled by next sammer.
. The contract was signed yesterday
afternoon by the president of the com-
pany, W. R. Clarke, who left after-
wards on return to Kansas City. He
will be back in ‘Edmonten in the
course of a few weeks.

Dr. MelInnis, when seen. by the
Bulletin this morning, eorroborated
the report that he had seeured the
contract.

Six Hundred Men at Work.

“We hope to have six, huadred
men at work within twa. ‘weeks” ae
said. ““We will get the timbher largely
along the right of way eof the rail-
way and will get it out as fast as we
¢an.: The contract is a big one, but
we will b2 able 40 supply the material
as fast as it will be needed.”

Neither the officers of the railway
company nor the contractor would
state the exact amount of the con-
tmact. Indeed the amount has not yet
been dtefinitely ascertained as the
bids were not made in the aggregate
but on small portions of the material.

The competition for the contraect
was very keen and more than a dozen
denders were received from- railway
men in diffetent parts of the pro-
vince. The prices showed a great
variety but when figuved dut by the
engineers Dr. McInnis was” shown to
be the lowest. :

The awarding of this cantract is
apother indication that the company
are going ahead with the work as
rapidly as possible and is in keepipg
with the statement ‘of < President
Clazke last week,. that two, handred
miles of the line weuld be completed
by next summer.

RESPECTING RAILWAYS

Chief . JusticeiSifion - Holds ‘That
Where ‘a Railway is Operated in
Contravention of Lord's 'Day Act
They Must. Assume ATl Damages
in Consequence.

he last sit Supreme
court at Maeleod before «Chief Justice
Sifton a very important question of
faw affecting the operation of railways
was argewed in a case of Rise vs. Can-
adian Pacific Radway company by
Q. C. McCaul, 'K.C., on ‘behalf of
the plaintiff and R. B. Beanetit, K.C.,
on behali ‘of the railway company.
The plaintiff Rize sometime in De-
cember, 1907, shipped a car load of
stock from North Pertal to Pincher
Creek, entering into the usual contract
with the railway company whereby he
declared that no one horée or other
animal “was of a greater. value than
$200, and the company limited their
liability for luss and damage to the
stn of $200 for any gne animal whe-
ther drising iroin megligence of their
sepvallts and emplorees or no#.  As
the ‘result of a colision that occurred
¢t the 23rd of  December, 1907 at
Brockett, in zespect of which Maullen,
the P. R. telegraph operotor dt
Pincher station, was tried ior and
acquitted of manelaughter, one of the
plaintiff’s stallions of the valae of
over $1,000, was killed. The collision
was occasioned by a  freight train
which was being run from Crow’s Nest
to Lethbridge in contravention of the
Lord’s Day act, for which offence the
railway company had been fined. The
plaintiff Rise threugh his solieitor, A.
C. Kemmwis, of Pincher Creek, elaim-
ed fron: ihe railway company the full
value of the stallion, but the com-
pany refused to pay more than the
$200 iimited by the contract. The
facts wewve submitted in the form of a
special case and after the argument
at -Macleod the chiei justice reserved
hig decision, whieh has just been
handed down in the following terms:
“On statement- of facts asg hevein ad
mittéd I am of opinion that plaingfff
is not bound by his statement of valiie
bat is ‘entitled te actual value of geods
destroved in the collision whic¢h re.
ssulted from the wilful misconduct of
defendants® company in  running a
train contrary 10 expresg provision of
statute.”

The point decided is an absoluiely
new one; and as it will affeet all rail-
