When the halibut fishing steamer
Kingfisher arrives in port here at the
New England Fish Company’'s dock
on Friday night, she will have ended
a world's record fishing trip, having
aboard her 300,000 pounds of fresh
fish, 200,000 of which she took her-
self in two and one-half day’s fish-
