erica’s advance in her preparations at 
the outset. Baker described at length 
the difficulties confronting the United 
States In arriving at a decision as to 
just what method of lending aid to the 
Allies would prove most effective. It 
was a problem, he said, of studying 
the then existing situation and bring­
ing financial, industrial and military 
strength of the United States into co­
operation with that of Britain and 
France in the most immediate and ef­
fective way. That problem couldn't 
be decided here. Our Allies realize 
that, and so Britain sent over Mr. Bal­
four and General Bridges and staff ex­
perts. They came over, and you saw 

Dlstrlct^Mr, Balfour in Congress and the White 
House and in public meetings at one 
place and another, but groups of ex­
perts whom they brought over with 
them you didn’t see much of, yet they 
distributed themselves through tho 
War Department. Their ordnance 
experts sat with General Crozier, their 
supply experts with General Sharpe 
and hie assistants, their strategists 
sat with the army war college. All 
over this city there were those con­
fidential groups exchanging informa­
tion and telling how things were over 
there, what we could do, what they 
advised us to do, what experience 
they had in developing this, that and 
the other implement or supply, how 
certain plans, which one might natur­
ally have evolved out of past experi­
ence of the world, had been tried 
there and found not to work at all. 
They were exchanging information, 
giving us all that they thought was 
helpful ; and then came Joffre.

It was a tremendous inspiration to 
see the hero of the Marne, but with 
him came his unobserved staff of 15 
or 20 or 25 young men, the most 
brilliant men in the French army, 
strategists and mechanical experts, 
experts in arms, experts in supplies, 
experts in industry and manufacture. 
They told us not merely formal and 
military problems but they brought 
over with them men who were in the 
war from the beginning in their re­
organization of their industries, .in 
their mobilization of thetf industrial 
plants, and we sat down with them In 
little groups until finally we collated

Struck Oil by Accident 
at Bell bland.

CURZON SPEAKS.

soldiers» and slightly injured two 
other American officers, Lt.-Col. Chas. 
KUbourle and Major Kenyon A. Joyce.

BRITISH CASUALTIES.
LONDON, Jan. 28.

British casualties reported during 
the week ending to-day, were 8,588, 
divided as follows: Killed or died of 
wounds, officers, 25, men, 1,714; 
wounnded or missing, officers, 128, 
men, 6,721. These figures represent 
the virtual cutting In half of British 
casualties as compared with the pre­
vious week when 17,943 were report­
ed. Two weeks ago the high total 
of 24,979 was reached.

STORM DELAYS TRAIN.—Yester­
day one of the worst storms for many 
years, with a temperature of ten be­
low zero swept the west coast, mak­
ing it Impossible for train hands to 
operate.
