In point of fact, Canada 
owes a debt of gratitude to the large, 
amount of American silver coinage which 
is in the country. Its presence checked 
the spread of panic. It is estimated at 
least some four millions of dollars of 
American silver coinage is in circulation 
in Canada. This amount represents so 
much fixed capital upon which trade can 
be conducted independently of bank notes 
and bank accommodation. We may say, 
therefore, that the monetary string­
ency is lessened by exactly the amount 
of American coin In the country. Sup­
pose, for the sake of illustration, that the 
whole ofthe banks should topple down, 
there would still remain in the silver a 
medium whereby exchanges could be 
effected and trade carried on ; whereas, 
under an entire paper system, the whole 
trade of the country would be paralysed. 
The good service which such an abund­
ance of Qôfnage is calculated to do the 
country in a crisis like the present should 
induce a better spirit of toleration, and 
should lead, when Parliament deals with 
the currency question, to measures which 
shall provide an abundant metalic coin­
age for circulation throughout the Do­
minion. We do not wish to be understood 
as asking for measures aiming at the re­
tention of American silver, but simply 
as stating generally that when it is with­
drawn, our own mint should take care 
to provide a plentiful supply of coinage 
that shall serve the same purposes with­
out incurring any of the constant losses 
by discounts which take place in using 
American ailvdr. In the meantime, we 
must speak ifiore respectfully of the 
effigies of Columbia and Liberty adorn­
ing the coins in circulation here.

Fearfhl Catastrophe In Edinburgh.
On Wednesday, Oct. 9th, great excite- 

citement was caused in Edinburgh by an 
explosion and fire in Canongate, which 
proved to be one of the greatest calami­
ties which has occurred in the city since 
the fall of the house in the High street, 
involving as it has done the destruction 
of a great part of one of the large old 
lands of houses in the Canongate, the 
death of five of the inmates of the houses 
and serious injuries to seven others. The 
scene of the calamity was the large block 
of buildings known as Chessels* Court, 
[No. 240,] on the south side of the Canon­
gate, about midway between St. Mary's 
Wynd ànd John Street. It contained the 
shop of a Mr. Hammond, a tobacconist 
and manufacturer of fireworks. About a 
quarter to one o’clock, the whole neigh­
borhood were alarmed by a sudden ex­
plosion, so loud that it was heard in dis­
tant parts of the city. Scarcely had any 
one time to realize what had occurred, 
when a fire broke out both in the front 
and back of Hammond's shop, in which 
the explosion took place ; and some idea 
of its force may be entertained from the 
fact that an iron bar, weighing upwards 
of four lbs., was blown across the street 
into a spirit dealer’s shop, and the frag­
ments of the window and of the furniture 
of Hammond’s shop were blown across 
the street, and in some cases did serious 
injury. Before any one could get near 
the shop a second explosion took place, 
which was followed by several others, so 
that the spectators were for ««minute or 
two afraid to rush forward. A perfect 
panic ensued, there being no ladders at 
hand and no fire escape, a few who 
were in the lower flats escaped by the 
windows into the court, but one woman 
threw herself from a window in the third 
story, and was killed ; and another girl 
was also killed by throwing herself out 
from one of the windows in the upper 
flats. * In one of the houses in the third 
storey above the shop there were a num­
ber of children, and three or four of these 
were thrown over, and caught by the 
persons who had assembled in the back 
court. The children were, it is believed, 
all saved, though they were more or less 
injured by the fall ; and a police sergeant 
named Auld, who distinguished himself 
by his efforts to save the people, caught 
one or two of the children in his arms, 
was struck in the head and injured by a 
a child which he saved. A young 
chimney sweep named Riddle, was early 
on the spot with a short ladder, and ren 
dered great service by aiding people to 
escape, and had his ladder been longer he 
would have _ rescued more of the people. 

LTwo women were saved in an almost 
iculous manner from a window in the 

rth story. One of these women wak 
illy going to make an attempt to get 
j by means of the water pipe, when 

^ rope was handed to her from a window 
Ih the adjoining land. She fastened the 
rope round her body, and was actually 
swung from the window of the one house 
into the staircase window of the adjoining 
land. Another woman in the same house, 
in.the fourth storey, was saved in a sim­
ilar way, but her escape was even more 
marvellous, because the weight of her 
body caused her to swing down, and she 
was caught by some one from a window 
in the storey below in the adjoining land 
and drawn In and saved. In a short time 
other ladders were got, and a few of 
those at the windows in the upner flats 
were saved. The fir»enginee then arri­
ved on the spot, and soon began to play 
on the burning house, so that the flames 
were soon subdued. Strange to say that 
Mr. and Mrs. Hammond and their son, 
who were in the shop when the explosion 

purred, were not killed on the spot, but 
f are so seriously injured that the re- 

..jryofanyof them is doubtful. As 
a the origin of the calamity, it would 

[appel» from Mr. Hammond’s explanation 
[ that a fire broke out in the shop previous 
f to the explosion. Mr. Hammond was en- 
1 gaged in making up a quantity of rock­
ets which he was going to send to London 
and he had two kegs of gunpowder in 
his shop—one of them open. One of 
the rockets took fire when he was fil­
ling it up, it is supposed, and in a mi­
nute or two the fire spread in the shop. 
He cried to the girl to run for her life, 
as the place was on fire. She did so, 
leaving Hammond and his wife trying 
to extinguish the flames. It is suppos- 
eed that a spark had fallen into the 
open keg of gunpowder and caused the

Gemmell and Howard convicted of Man- 
slmighter—Allen sentenced to be Hung 
—Gemmell. Howard and Whelan sent 
to the Penitentiary.
The trial of Gemmell and Howard was 

not concluded till midnight pn Thursday. 
During the long interval of three hours 
which the jury were absent the prisoners 
were evidently deeply moved and wept 
frequently. At midnight a verdict of 
“ manslaughter ” against both was return­
ed, which notwithstanding the excitement 
their crime had caused in the neighbour­
hood, was received apparently with gene­
ral satisfaction—no doubt partly on ac­
count of the parents of Gemmell, with 
whom much sympathy was shown.

On the opening of the Court on Friday 
morning; Mr. Richards moved for judg­
ment on the prisoner Allen. His Lord- 
ship addressed the prisoner at some length 
and commented on the enormity of his 
crime and its consequences. He said he 
would forward the jury’s recommend­
ation to “mercy" to tne Governor-Gener­
al, and send with it the evidence unac­
companied by any remarks of his own, 
but he could not hpld out hopes of mercy 
or pardon. The crime was a heinous one 
in every particular, and the prisoner 
should prepare himself to meet its conse­
quences, and employ such time as was 
his in preparing to meet his God. The 
judge then sentenced Allen to be hanged 
on the 9th of December next, in the us­
ual terms. Sentences were then moved 
for and pronounced on Gemmell and Ho- 
ward.In sentencingGemmell his Lordship 
also addressed him in very feeling terms 
as to the career he had entered on and 
the position in which he stood. He ex­
pected to have had to pronounce on him 
the same awful punishment as he had 
meted to Allen, but he was saved that 
painful duty by the verdict of the jury.— 
He felt the present task the more painful 
as he had known the prisoner's family for 
years, and they were highly respectable. 
In the hope that he would employ the soli­
tude of his prison in reflecting on, and re- 
prenting of, his past life,and that at some 
future (toy he might make some amends 
for the misery he had now caused his pa­
rents, his Lordship said he would make 
Gemmell's sentence as light as duty would 
permit him. He then sentenced Gemmell 
to ten years and Howard to nine years’ 
imprisonment in the Penitentiary. Whe­
lan, the Crown witness, was sentenced to 
to five years in the Penitentiary.

The Kingston News advises the 
public to be on their guard, in receiving 
gold coin, as some counterfeit American 
$20 gold pieces are in circulation.
