ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION.

The bodb of St. Andrew in Guelph 
celebrated the anniversary of their Patron 
Saint last (Monday) night by a Concert 
and Ball. Through the exertions of the 
active and efficient committee, appointed 
for that purpose, the Town Hall was 
decorated in a style and with a taste 
which we have never seen equalled of 
surpassed. Flags and banners were taste­
fully wreathed along the wall back of 
the platform, while overhead tartans of 
every colour and representing that of al-’ 
most every clan were gracefully festooned 
and interriTingled with the bright red 
and blue of the Union Jack. At the 
other end of the Hall, and along the 
walls, the same graceful draperies were 
disposed in profusion, and the bright 
colours, and tasteful grouping of them 
lent an admirable effect to the appearance 
of the room. The royal arms peeped out 
from behind the folds of the flags at one 
end of the Hall, and the portrait of Burns 
which graced the other end gave a signifi 
cance and national colouring to the cele 
bration. The decorations were in excel­
lent taste and were admirably done. In 
the Council Chamber, outside the Bar, 
another committee had the floor nicely 
carpetted, and provided with carpet balls, 
croquet, drafts, chess and other parlour 
amusements, which beguiled the time 
and added greatly to the enjoyment of 
those who did not choose to dance. Al­
together the arrangements were of the 
most perfect character, and they were ad­
mirably carried out.

By eight o’clock a large and select 
audience was assembled, and although 
sufficient seats were left consistent with 
the promenade character of the concert, 
yet a number of benches had to be pro­
vided, the company largely exceeding 
what was expected. Shortly after the 
hour mentioned, Mr. John Watt, the 
Society’s piper, entered the Hall,followed 
by a number of the “ Sons,” and opened 
the concert with a pibroch on the pipes. 
Tile President of the Society, Mr. Alex. 
McKenzie, then ascended the platform, 
accompanied by Messrs. N. Higinbotham, 
Mayor, W. S. G. Knowles, and James 
Hazleton, representing the St. George’s 
and St. Patrick’s Societies, and Messrs.
D. Stirton, M. P., David Allan, James 
Massie and George Pirie, and gave the 
following address : — ^

Ladies and Gentlemen. — In com­
mon with the sons of Saint Andrew, not 
in Canada only, but in other ana distant 
lands, we meet this evening to celebrate 
the anniversary of our Patron Saint. 
Let our greeting bp with the goodwill 
and sociality which have always charac 
terized our gatherings on such occasions; 
while to the sons of St. George, St. Pa­
trick, and'other Societies, together with 
our own Canadian people, who honor us 
with their presence, we extend a most 
hearty welcome.

Since we last met, twelve months ago, 
more than an ordinary number of mem­
bers have been removed by death. To 
the-memory of one I cannot forbear to 
offer a tribute of r* spect. For a number 
of years the head of our Society, taking 
an active interest in its affairs, greatly 
attached to his native land, a genial man, 
with a hand ever ready to administer re­
lief to a countryman in distress.—I refer 
to the late Hon. A. J. Fergusson Blair.

Our Society repudiates any desire to 
perpetuate distinctive nationalities in this 
the land of our adoption. Our aim is, 
on the contrary, of a benevolent and 
charitable nature ; while the object of 
our meeting, once a year, in this social 
way, is merely to renew and strengthen 
the bonds of friendship between us. At 
the same time none need be surprised if 
a word is spoken in praise of dear old 
Scotland :
—" The land where the clouds love to rest,
Like the shroud of the dead on the movnta'n’s 

cold breast,
Where the lake her lone bosom expands to the 

FANCY. And the’cataract roars to the eagle’s reply.”
No matter in’ what country his lot may 

be cast, tho true Scotchman never relin­
quishes the hope of visiting his native 
land ; there to renew old acquaintance, 
once more to wander amid the haunts of 
his boyhood, or by the classic banks of 
the Forth, the Tweed, the Clyde, or the 
Tay ; or climb the lofty summits of her 
grand old hills, and look down upon 
scenes that are forever enshrined in all 
our hearts, scenes where 
“ Fingal stemmed the tyrants of tho world,

And Roman eagles found miconqvercd foes.
Scenes where—with the sword in the 
one hand and the Bible in the other, our 
covenanting progenitors resisted unto 
death the enemies of their liberties and 

I of their faith.
j Not a few from among ourselves have 
villi.:i a year or two, gratified this na­
tural V. sire ; returning with accounts of 
the old land to stimulate the desire in 
others. The love cherished towards our 
native land is not incompatible with at­
tachment to the land we live in ; but 
may, rather, be urged as a pledge of 
faithfulness to our new espousals. Still, 
however true as citizens in other coun­
tries, we can never forget our fatherland ; 
the ties were too closely united in youth 
to be severed with years.

Tes, I may love the music of strange tongues, 
And mould my heart anew to take the stamp 
Of foreign friendships in a foreign land :
But to my parched mouth’s roof cleave this tongue, 
My fancy fade into the yellow leaf,
And this oft-pausing heart forget to throb,
If Scotland ! thee and thine I ere forget.

What glowing emotions were kindled 
in our youthful breasts by the schoolboy 
stories of the heroes of Scotland ! In ri­
per years the more matured study of our 
country’s history only serves to raise our 
estimate of her importance as a nation 
and as a cradle of liberty ; while our ven­
eration increases for forefathers who 
fought the invader, and struggled and 
bled for the liberties which have been 
handed down to us their children.

Since the Union with England and 
their sister Ireland—in the valor and 
wisdom of her sons in many lands and in 
many climes—Scotland has performed 
her part in establishing and extending 
the British Empire, and in spreading the 
blessings of Christianity and civilization 
to the ends of the earth. Let us ever 
prove worthy sons of our great sires.

But, in this.our Canadian home, we 
have more direct and imperative claims 
on our patriotism ; in the work of blen­
ding our different nationalities into one

great and united commonwealth ; exact 
ing a high standard of everything that 
is good among us ; putting forth our ut­
most energies in the development of the 
Immense resources of this fine country ; 
till our Dominion, peopled by » free and 
enlightened community, snail extend 
from sea to sea, from Halifax to far Van­
couver.

If in these important concerns we are 
true, to ourselves and to our opportuni­
ties, we shall soon occupy a high place 
among the nations of the earth.

In closing these remarks a hearty wel­
come is again accorded to the sons and 
daughters of the many lands represented 
* -e this evening.

Owing to the unavoidable absence of 
Mr. P. Gow, who had to be in Toronto to 
attend an election committee of the Leg­
islature, Mrs. Logan, of Hamilton, open­
ed the concert by singing the “ Sons of 
St. Andrew,” which she did in a most 
admirable manner, her clear, well culti­
vated voice giving full effect to the words 
and music. Mrs. Cuthbert followed with 
"Jock o’ Hazledean,” which she sang 
with a sweetness and power of expres­
sion never before equalled by her. Mr. 
Thos. H. Taylor then gave “ Scots wha 
hae wi’ Wallace bled.” The heroic music 
and the no less heroic words were ad­
mirably rendered by Mr. Taylor, and the 
varying sentiment, whether of suffering 
or defiance or appeal were brought out 
with such a power as to draw forth the 
hearty sympathy and applause of the au­
dience. An enthusiastic encore greeted 
Its conclusion, when Mr. Taylor sang 
“ Trust to Luck,” in a way which he only 
can sing it, and which we have never 
seen equalled. Mrs. Logan next sang 
" My ain dear Nell ”—a sweet, simple 
melody, feelingly rendered. It was loud­
ly encored, when she gave with spirit 
“ What’s a’ steer the kimmer.” Messrs. H. 
and C. Walker and Wheatley followed 
with " The Laughing Trio,” which was 
well done and heartily enjoyed by the 
audience. Mr. Vale’s selection on the 
violin—“ Ye Banks and Braes o’ Bonnie 
Doon ”—was tastefully played, and all 
the beauties of this plaintive melody 
were adtnirably brought out. Miss Jen­
nie Fraser next sang " The Boatie Rows ” 
with much spirit and taste, and on re­
ceiving a unanimous encore gave with 
great sweetness "Mary of Argyl'e.” Mr.
R. 8 Brodie closed the first part of the 
programme with a comic song—" The 
Massacre of Ta McPhersbon ”—which 
elicited great laughter and applause.

In tho Interval between the parts, re­
freshments were served to the company 
by a numerous corps of young gentlemen , 
and tea and cake was followed by a 
pleasant chat among the groups which 
gathered together,while the piper regaled 
their ears with a selection of his strath­
speys and reels.

The Rev. Mr. Hogg, Chaplain to the 
Society, opened the second part with the 
following address :—

In a night like the present, it is natural 
for us to look back on Scotland, the land 
which we left, and which we still warmly 
love. We still delight to call her home,and 
the longer we are separated from her our 
affection increases. Its tangled grey hills, 
or the lofty mountains rise on our imagi­
nation. We see rather than remember 
the scenes where we played in childhc ; J, 
and wo hear the little burnie wimpling 
past the cottage where we drew our first 
breath. Scenes like these can never be 
erased from memory’s page, and we are 
disposed to regard the individual who 
cau forget such a native country as 
Scotland less than a man.

It is true that Scotland is small when 
compared with the other countries of the 
globe. The geographical area is just 
the same as Palestine, tho theatre of so 
many great transactions, It has been 
and still is, a centre of light and influ­
ence. Her parochial schools, especially 
since they were remodelled in 1861 are 
well adapted for diffusing tlfs elements 
of education among the people. There 
are very few Scotchmen, indeed, who 
cannot read and write, and this places 
them immeasurably above the masses of 
other lands. With a population of three 
millions of people, not all of whom are 
Scotchmen, she sends forth more to the 
Universities in proportion to her popula­
tion than England, and nearly as many 
as Prussia, the most learned country in 
Europe. It has been the pride of many 
a worthy family that one of its sons, at 
least, should be "college bred,” and many 
a proud mother will tell you, with scarce­
ly half concealed satisfaction, that she 
expected to see the day when her son 
should "wag his head in the poopit.” 
This system of education, of course, pro­
duces a large number of literary men, po­
liticians, men versed in science,and news­
paper editors, who from their ability 
make their way in the world. But 
some stand up above their compeers 
in intellectual power—a power to 
which the world looks up with 
respect, and it may be reverence. In the 
department of theology it is sufficient to 
mention Chalmers, the echoes of whose 
eloquence still reverberate through the 
glens and mountains of Scotland ; and 
Hill whoso lectures on Divinity, dis­
tinguished by calm dispassionate reason­
ing, will probably be read so long as the 
English language exists. Lizars still 
occupies a prominent place in surgery, 
and his works command the study of the 
physician. Among original discoverers 
t "is sufficient to mention Sir David 

Brewster, in optics, and Sir Charles Bell 
who was the first to point out the dis­
tinction between the nerves of motion and 
sensation in the human body. The name 
of Simpson, the discoverer of chloroform, 
will always be held in grateful remem 
brance by those who have to submit to 
painful operations whether in the hospi­
tal or on the battlefield. The success of 
Scotchmen has been so marked that 
within the last thirty years Englishmen 
have invented the somewhat ill natured 
proverb that " Scotchmen lose themselves 
in a mist in crossing the English border.

But Scotchmen have a duty to dis­
charge in Canada. If they wish to re­
tain their character as the children of 
worthy sires, they must leaven the 
country with religion, learning, morality, 
perseverance and steadfastness of purpose, 
and by the blessing of God they will help 
to make Canada a second Scotland,

the door ” very sweetly. Mr. Rae next 
came on the platform as the " Newhaven 
Fishwife,” whose appearance in the well 
known quaint costume, with the striped 
petticoat, the big old-fashioned mutch, 
and the capacious creel excited uncon­
trollable laughter.

So much was the au­
dience pleased that they compelled the 
“honest woman ” to make her appearance 
again, when she gave her "fancy steps ” 
amid thunders of applause. A glee— 
"The Red Cross Knight ” was splendidly 
sung by Messrs. H. and C. Walker 
and Wheatley. Miss Fraser followed 
with “ Be watchful and beware ” which 
was heartily encored, when she gave 
with fine effect the stirring Jacobite 
song “ Bonnie Dundee.” " Auld Lang 
Syne ” was then sung by the 
whole audience, Mrs. Logan leading, 
and the well known strains were given 
with a heart and voice which showed 
that all appreciated the truth and beauty 
of the words. The concert closed with 
"God save the Queen.” Mrs. Budd and 
Mr. E. R. Martin played the accompani­
ments with their usual taste and judg-

As soon as tho Hall was cleared danc­
ing commenced to the splendid music of 
Vale's Quadrille Band, the company lead­
ing off with an old fashioned Scotch reel. 
Others adjourned to the CouncilChamber, 
where the various games and entertain­
ments were gone into with the greatest 
spirit and kept up by relays from the ball 
room all night. Mr. Miller of the Castle 
Garden Saloon provided the refreshments 
and the supper, a,nd earned the approba­
tion of all for the abundance and quality 
of the eatables, and the promptness with 
which they were served.

London, Nov 30—The Times this 
morning comments with wonder on the 
rapid progress of the Pacific Railroad.— 
It notes the extraordinary feature* of the 
road, commends the enterprise of the 
American people in overcoming obstacles 
heretofore deemed insurmountable, and 
explains the influence this great project 
will have on the commerce of the world.

Dublin, Nov. 30—The nomination of 
Mr. O'Connor for member of Parliament 
from the County of Sligo, was seconded 
by the Rev. Mr. Conway, a Roman Cath­
olic priest, who, in his speech on the oc­
casion, declared that the Fenians in Ame­
rica were stronger in numbers, organiza­
tion and armament, than ever, and, 
should the rights of Ireland be withheld, 
they would act at once, and, on landing, 
all Ireland would join them.

Goderich Correspondence.
F-oji our Coirespondent.

The six prisoners who were lodged in 
our gaol this dav week charged with be­
ing accessory to the murder of Melady 
and his wife, were brought before his 
Worship, Mayor Johnston, and ex-Mayor 
Detlor, but owing to the absence of • he 
Stipendiary Magistrate McMicken, thro’ 
illness, their case was not investigated.— 
They were further remanded until Wed­
nesday, the 2ud of December. It was 
quite amusing to hear the snapping be­
tween their Worships and the prisoners, 
counsel, as to whether the former bad 
the right to further remand the prisoners, 
especially as there was no further evi­
dence against them. The lawyers con­
tended that they must be discharged ; 
the magistrates, backed by the County 
Attorney, argued their power to remand, 
and finally back to gaol the prisoners 
went for five days. Terrible were the 
threats of having the matter argued be­
fore the Big Wigs in Toronto, and of 
course holding their Worships responsi­
ble for all the ills, mental and physical, 
which might befall the prisoners during 
the five days ofHheir further incarcera­
tion. If you exchange with our old lady, 
Madame Signal (a nice tidy body she is) 
you will have seen that the Prince Salt 
Company has struck the briny fluid, at 
a depth of 997 feet, penetrating a pure 
salt bed to the depth of 88 feet. The 
Company will erect the necessary build­
ings forthwith and enjoy the advantage 
of all the recent discoveries in the manu­
facturing salt. This is now the third 
well sunk on the property of John Me 
Donald, Esq., our worthy Sheriff, and 
the three wells are within 300 yards of 
each other ; their average depth from the 
surface is 998 feet and a fraction, and the 
average depth of salt a little over forty 
feet. "A comparison between the above 
three wells and .the four within the town 
of Goderich, shows that the salt bed on 
Mr. McDonald’s property Is nearly double 
as deep,, and when compared with the 
Clinton well, nearly three times as deep, 
so that you will at on-.-e see that the 
Sheriff’s property is the best salt territory 
known in Canada.

You will recollect that some time ago 
I mentioned that Samuel Platt had in­
vented and patented a new process of 
manufacturin'; salt, and that on the first 
trial it was found defective in the steam 
chest. The defect has since been repaired 
and it has been at work four days, thus

American Despatches
New York, Dec. 1. — The Herald's 

Guay mas letter gives a description of a 
fearful storm in Sonora in October. The 
town of Loreto in Lower California waa 
destroyed. The mining works on the 
Yaqui river were swept off, and a water 
spout burst over the city of Alamos de­
stroying the town completely. Seventy 
dead bodies have been picked up.

Hamilton Medical and Snrgical 
Society.

A special meeting of this Society was 
held on Friday evening to consider the 
Medical Bill now before the Legislature. 
Besides a good attendance of the mem­
bers there were present Drs. Clarke, of 
Guelph, and Pattullo, of Brampton, mem­
bers of the Medical Council, Dr. Rose- 
brugh, of Toronto, and Dr. Philp, of 
Waterdown. The meeting was unani­
mous respecting the desirability of vari­
ous changes proposed, and the following 
resolutions were adopted :—

“That in view of the many defects in 
the present Medical Act, further legisla­
tion is very desirable for the remedying . 
of these defects, and the continued ex­
istence of the Medical Council.

“ That, for the purpose of effectually 
carrying out the provisions of the Medical 
Act it is necessary that some county offi­
cial shall be appointed as public prose­
cutor, when evidence of any infraction of 
the Act is laid before him.

“That in the opinion of this meeting 
the principle embodied in the 18th clause, 
relative to the formation of à Central 
Board of Examiners is just and expedient:
