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The Mali’s Slanders.

Any one who has read the dis-
'raceful attacks and malignant slan­

ders of the Mail on Hon. Mr. Mo- 
Kellar and Rev. Mr. King, in connec­
tion with the Elgin Association, will 
heartily endorse all that is said in the 
following scathing rebuke adminis­
tered to that unscrupulous sheet by 
the Hamilton Times. In the whole 
history of Canadian journalism, we 
do not recollect such another case, 
where men of character, reputation 
and honesty, have been persistently 
and systematically slandered in the 
foulest manner, their every act and 
word in connection with this matter 
twisted and perverted, and in some 
cases falsified, and all their benevo­
lent efforts for the good of the poor 
blacks made to appear as if prompted 
by selfishness, and for the purpose 
of raising money to be afterwards ap­
propriated by themselves. We are 
glad to see that scarcely one of the 
Conservative papers have backed up 
the Mail in its disgraceful and re­
vengeful attacks, so that it stands al­
most alone in its unenviable noto­
riety in its persecution of a po­
litical opponent and an unoffending 
philanthropic minister of the gospel.

“ We do not believe that, in the whole 
history of journalism, anything more in­
famous than the course pursued by Mac­
donald’s hired slanderers towards the 
Hon. Mr. McKellar was ever exhibited.

■ into the newspaper arena an honored 
minister of the gospel, whose life has 
been a record of unselfish usefulness— 
who has labored with a hallowed zeal on 
behalf of an oppressed and suffering peo­
ple—who has beggared himself in his de­
votion to a philanthropic cause. Against 
this man, who has sacrificed everything 
for the good of others, they have forged 
the most atrocious calumnies—manufac­
tured charges of fraud and embezzlement, 
and have heaped on him scurrilous and 
ribald epithets. And all for what ? All 
because Mr. McKellar at one time gave 
him gratuitous assistance in his philan­
thropic efforts, and by blackening him 

. they hope to divert some of the stain to 
the' character of Mr. McKellar. They 
seek to degrade the character of a Chris­
tian Minister, so that if possible through 
them they can strike at the fair fame of a 
political opponent. No more atrocious 
offence against decency, good tnr.te, and 
morality was ever before perpetrated in a 
Christian community.”
