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TIE DEED OF I DEOIL
Dr. Pope of Detroit Killed for 

His Insurance.

TWO CANADIANS UNDER ARREST

His Skull Shattered to Pieces 
With a Hatchet

William Brusseau of Tilbury Centre, 
Nurse for Mrs. Pope, Wielded the Wea­
pon—The Woman, Charged With Being 
an Accomplice, Formerly Lived in In- 
gersoll- ltrusseau Claims That Pope 
Was Trying to Bill Ills Wile and He 
Acted in Seir-Befence.

Detroit, Feb. 4.—One of the most at­
rocious, cold-blooded and deliberately- 

planned murders the police have ever had 
to deal with was ccmmitcd Saturday 
morning, in the squalid quarters occu­
pied by Dr. Horace Eliot Pope and his 
family at 88 Michigau-aveiiue.

Dr. Pope was brutally killed with n 
hatchet in the hands of William Brus- 
seau, a young man 22 years of age, who 
was presumably employed as a nurse to 
take care of Mrs. Pope. The only other 
member of the household is Bernice Pope, 
the dead man’s 8-year-old daughter,who 
has acquired far beyond her years the 
sharpness imparted by her mother.

The frightful deed is revolting in its 
details. It ends the career of a well- 
bred man, who was broken down with 
disappointment, arid who was in despair 
over his unhappy married life.

While seated in a rocking chair at the 
bedside of his wife, forgetting for the 
time his many cares and tribulations, 
the murderer struck him the fatal blows 
on the head, which sent his soul into an­
other world. Not a tear was shed over 
his lifeless body; none will be when it is 
sent to its last resting place.

The awful ending of the husband did 
not even cause a sigh to escape the lips 
of the wife, and Mrs. Pope's first thought 
was to protect herself against the strong 
arm of the law, which already has her 
in its grasp. The dead man’s daughter 
followed tin- inclinations of her mother 
and did not seem to sorrow over the 
frightful death of her father.

The murderer now occupies a cell in 
the police station, and Mrs. Pope is 
under |k>|.c • surveillance at Harper Hos­
pital. where it w.i- deemed advisable to 
send h r. The little daughter will be 
taken care of by the police.

It the theory .if the police is correct. 
Pope was murdered Tor the insurance 
money which would accrue to his widow 
in tlv event of iiis death.

The vri-vu -r shields himself behind the 
theory of sell-den ucc, and in that he i 
assisted b> Mrs. l ope, who refuses point 
blank to disons tlv murder in any o. 
its phases, saying that she is not well 
enough to do so.

BrnsKcnu Vient Out to Hunt far

Tim first alarm was given by the mur­
derer liimselt about 5.4Û o'clock yester­
day morning, when he met Hound unaii 
Schick at the corner of Michigan and 
.Washing ton-avenues.

Ah Schick enquired what the man want­
ed Brusseaa looked sharply at him and, 
you an officer?”

Before Schick could recover his sur­
prise the man said excitedly: ‘‘lie’s 
dead; Dr. Pope. Come with me. I can't 
leave Mrs. Pope alone; she might die ; 
come with me."

The oificer tried to learn Brusscnu'a 
story, but his mutt wings were so indis­
tinct that he could not understand the 
cause of the trouble. Following him to 
the place indicated, the pair walked up 
the stairs in No. 88 to the first flat, 
.Which was occupied by the Pope family.

Mrs. Pope and her daughter were ly­
ing on some blankets on the floor, and 
they made no effort to disturb them­
selves. The room was one mass of dis­
order aim filth. It was quite dark in 
the bedroom, but on straining his eyes 
the officer saw the form of a man seat­
ed on .n rocking chair, which stood by 
the side of the bed and near the foot.

The body was that of Dr. Pope, aud 
he had been murdered. The whole top 
of his skull “was crushed in, and it was 
an indescribable mass of brains, bones 
and dark hair. The long, ugly cuts made 
by the lmtchet could be plainly seen, 
ajuli a stream of blood had poured onto 
the floor. The feet were stretched out, 
just as though the man had been sleep­
ing when attacked, aud there was no­
thing to "show that there had been any 
struggle. The body showed no signs of 
having been twisted or contorted, and 
every éîrcu instance pointed to a cold­
blooded murder. The whole top and 
back of his skull had been broken into 
fragments and the wall was also spat­
tered, with the life fluid. Near the dead 
man's left foot was a cheap 32-calibre 
revolver, loaded and with one empty 
cartridge. Picking it up Shick asked 
Brussonu if lie had shot the man, and 
lie answered in a hesitating way that 
hc| had.

The next moment the officer's eye 
caught sight of a bloody hatchet, which 
was lying near the bed, and on picking 
it up he found that it was covered with 
dark hair and particles of brain matter. 
It had beeu the instrument of death, and 
lifter examining it lor a moment the offi- 
fleer turned to Brus.seau and said : 
“What's this doing here? Did you 
kill him with it ? ”

Brusseau then advanced towards him, 

at the same time grabbing up a hatchet 
which was on the sewing machine and 
which he had used to split kindling wood, 
with. With oue hand he forced Pope" 
into the chair, and then with the other 
he struck him with the hatchet. He 
kept swinging the hatchet until it no 
longer met with any resistance, but sank 
into the brain. Then he desisted and 
turned his attention to Mrs. Pope, who, 
he said, was unconscious and smother­
ing.

He picked her up and dragged her in­
to the front room, so that she would 
not see the sight and for nearly three 
hours he worked over her.

The prisoner looked pale, and had 
every appearance of being a morphine 
fiend, but this he denied. He gave his 
occupation as that of a barber and nurse, 
aud his home at Tilbury, Ont. He mea­
sured 5 feet 71-4 inches in height, aud 
weighed 155 pounds.

MRS. POPE WILL NOT TALK.

She Is at Harper Hospital Under Police 
Surveillance. •

Detective Sadler was assigned to the 
case. He first jxaid a visit to the 
sceue of the murder and frtund Mrs. Poj»e 
lying on an improvised cot in the par­
lor. Her eyes gleamed in a savage way 
and she showed the hard lines in her

and long-reaching arms. She li:(l be­
come addicted to the use of'opium and 
other stimulants. She looks more than 
healthy, but insists that she is dying 
and for that reason has had Brusseau 
around to nurse her. It is claimed by 
her, that the reason she did not have 
a woman nurse is that her husband would 
not allow it, but this state meut is dis- 
proven by friends of the family. When 
the detectives desired to question her 
Mrs. Pope refused to talk, saying that 
when she felt better she would tell what 
she knoxts about the affair.

Her daughter was taken to police 
headquarters yesterday morning, al­
though the mother did not want her 
taken away. While in the house the girl 
remained close to her mother, who 
watched her like a cat..

The murder of her father did not af­
fect her in the least, and she looked at 
his dead body, jumped over the streams 
of blood, and acted as though it was 
no concern of hers. She kept up a cou-
timial chatter whenever tin......... v.-.ity
offered, but was always <■ . avoid
saying anything uL- ..... death of 
her father.

W!ien asked what she first heard she 
said it w.i < the explosion of a revolver, 
aud then changed the statement, claim­
ing that -lie li'-ard her father swear and 
say, “I II fix you."

It was decided to arrest Mrs. Pope and 
give h r the choice of going to police 
h •adquarters or to Harper Hospital. 
D-t-dive Sadler went to the buive for 
that purpose yesterday afternoon, and 
Mrs. Pop,- said it would kill her. She 
ordered her daughter around like a sea 
captain does a deck-hand, aud it took 
the woman three hours to get ready.

OBJECT OF THE Ml RIIF.R.

The Police Relieve Insurance Money lTas 
At the Bottom of It

The police believe that Pope was mur­
dered for his insurance money, ns he had 
about $14,000, as lar as is known, which 
was being kept up by Mrs. Pope. He was 
insured in the Koyal Arcanum, $3000 ; 
A.O.L’.W., $2000; Ancient Order of For­
esters, $3000; Maccabees, at least $2000. 
II" was also insured in the National 
Union, United Friends aud other orga­
nizations.

Tl.• story told by Brusseau is far from 
being a good one, and it does not hold 
together all through. If Pope had en­
te re 1 the room with the intention of kill­
ing him, th" police reason, lie would have 
done so when Brusseau was lying on the 
floor, when lie would have had every op­
portunity to do so.

That there was no struggle was shown 
by the-fact that the family who occupy the 
floor above the Popes were not awaken­
ed at nil, and they knew nothing of the 
murder until late in the morning, when 
they were informed by the police.

The shot, which lodged in the basement, 
could have been fired better by Bri!*- 
•;eau himself than by Pope, and the po­
lice beiieve that he fired 
th- revolver himself.

The most probable theory advanced is 
that the murder was carefully planned, 
and that Brudseau quietly hid himself 
in the front room. Pope almost lived 
alone, as h" was at the beck nncl call 
of his wife, and she preferred I.russeau's 
company to that of her husband's. He 
pJ"pt in the dingy kitchen, staying out 
late at night so as to be out of the 
way while Brusseau aud his wife were 
together.

The dead man was about 45 years of 
age, and was born in Canada. In 1875 
he graduated from the Boston Dental 
School, and in 1870 he took a medical 
degree at the University of California. 
He came to this city in 1.885, but lo­
cated here through the stress of cir­
cumstances rather than because of any­
thing else.

Ilie wife is about 40 years old, and 
formerly lived near lugersoll, Out. 
Her maiden name was Nellie Mitchell, 
and she was married about tcu years

The doctor was a member of Tout No. 
112. K.O.T.M.. and to mo many organiz­
ations that he was unable to keep up 
tlv payments, but he tried in every way 
to hang on, being urged to do so by 
his wife.

One of the principal facts which will 
figure, in the case is the mysterious per­
sonage! who is furnishing Mrs. Pope with 
money, and ns yet the police have been 
unable to find that out. Mrs. Pope will 
not talk on the matter and Brusseau 
refuses to say who it is. Yesterday af­
ternoon lie stated that the money came 
t-1 Mrs. Pope through a third party, ow­
ing to the fact that if it came direct­
ly, to her the law might interfere, .lust
