So 
great was the demand for accommo­
dation that one man offered Dr. Piper 
the price of his ticket and $100 addi­
tional, but the doctor refused, as he 
knew he would probably have to wait 
till September or even October if he 
relinquished his chance to sail on the 
7th.

The funeral was 
probably the largest ever witnessed in 
the coal regions.

Over six thousands people, among 
whom were a thousand women, partici­
pated in the two-mile march to St. 
Joseph’s Church at Summit Hill,where 
services were held, and afterward fol­
lowed the remains to the Catholic 
Cemetery.

Twenty-four men carried the floral 
offerings.

The procession was led by the Min­
ers’ Union Band, of which Mr. Sharp 
was manager.

In addition to those 
who are already known to have been 
invited, the list contains the names of 
the Earl of Lonsdale and Col. XVaters, 
from England, that of Col. J. B. Kerr, 
of the United States army, and a depu­
tation of Russian officers, most of them 
belonging to the Czar’s bodyguard and 
Narva Dragoons, both “crack” corps. 
The Russian contingent numbers no 
fewer than 50 officers, under the com­
mand of Gen. Tscherkow, Governor- 
General of Warsaw. They will arrive 
at Posen Sept. 1.

SUGAR BOUNTIES.
Paris, Aug. 21.—A decree made pub­

lic today fixes the export bounties on 
sugar for the year 1902-1903 as follows: 
One franc 11 centimes to 1 franc 25 
centimes per quintal (220% pounds) on 
raw sugar, according to standard; 1 
franc 43 centimes per quintal on 
crystallized sugar, and 1 franc 27 cen­
times per quintal on refined sugar.

A T.OS1NG SCHEME.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 21.—The Kot- 

line, official organ of the Russian 
naval department, says there has been 
a loss of $1,250.000 on the steamship 
service started a couple of years ago 
in connection with the Chinese eastern 
railroad.

LAUNCH OF THE CEDRIC.
Belfast, Ireland, Aug. 21.—The White 

Star Line steamer Cedric, of 21,000 
tons, the largest liner afloat, was suc­
cessfully launched at Harland & 
Wolff’s yards here today. She is 700 
feet long, lias 75 feet beam and draws 
49 1-3 feet of water. Her carrying 
capacity is 18,400 tons, and she has-ac- 
ccmmodation for 3,000 passengers. It 
is expected that she will be ready for 
service in the autumn.
