Donations to the Socialist cause
bave been received from at lerst two
men who are famous in the country
over, and who are worth millions of
dollars. One of the Pittsburg million-
aires referred to, it is said, has not only
furnished money to English and French
Radicals, but also to German extreme
Liberals, who used the fundsin the
German Reichstag elections. He evi-
dently did not intend his money to go
into the dynamite branch of politics,
but a portion bas drified there never-
theless, for it has gone from the hands
of one branch of extremists to the
other.

Within the past three weeks from
1000 to 1590 guns and revelvers bave
been received by men in this city.
