OPIUM SEIZURE.
Shipped to San Francisco by a Circuitous 

Boute Only to Be Captured.

San Francisco, Nov. 3.—Customs offi­

cers made a valuable seizure of opium yes­
terday morning ; 1,640 tine, valued at 
$15,490, were found in cases marked play­
ing cards. Collector Phelp received a tele­
gram about a week ago notifying him to 
look out for five cases of playing cards 
marked “Ashcroft, S. F.,” which would 
reach here on the steamer Oregon from 
Portland. When the Oregon arrived on 
Tuesday, Customs Inspectors were put to 
work on her cargo, but did not discover 
-the goods, although the search was 
continued all day. At night the hatches 
were sealed down, everything dosed 
up apd a watch placed on board. Yea ter- 
day morning the search was renewed, the 
cases of supposed playing cards being finally 
discovered» There were five cases, eacn 
marked “ C. L. A. & Co., San Francisco.” 
Each when opened was found'to contain 
several tins of opium. In all there were 
1,640 five tael tins, the duty upon which 
would hare amounted to $9,840, and valued 
at $16,400. It is stated that the shipment 
of opium was sent from Puget Sound, via 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, then over the 
LackaWanna freight line and Wisconsin Cen­
tral, from which it was transferred to the 
Northern Pacific, landed at Portland and 
put on the Oregon.

Cincinnati, Nov. 4.—A horrible case of 
torture came to light yesterday, gpt four 
months Mary A. Kohacke, 17 years old, of 
94 Flint street, has been an invalid from 
dropsical consumption. Dr. Oebichlager, 
the family physician, declared the case 
hopeless, but on Tuesday Gustave Hoyer, a 
quack horse-doctor and liniment pedler, put 
in an appearance and said he coold cure the 
girl, and the parents consented to the treat­
ment. He brought a peck of timothy hay 
seed, which he put into a tub"" and steeped 
in boiling water. He then set a chair in 
the water and stripped the girl’s legs, and 
placed them over the water and covered 
them with heavy blankets. The hot steam 
burnt her and she began screaming. The 
mother and younger sister tried to get her 

but -the quack forced her to endure 
The torture for half an hour.

Her screams at last alarmed the neighbors 
and an excited crowd gathered, when the 
quack, taking her from her torture of steam, 
laid her on a bed. The skin hung from the 
legs in strings. He bound them in linen 
bandages, and drawing the roll as tight as 
he could, took a pint bottle of horse lini­
ment and saturated the linen. At this the 
girl’s screams became terrific, but Hoyer 
ordered that she lie in bed with the band­
ages on for three hours, at the end of which 
time she would be well. The girl screimed 
until the mother Yemoved the bandages, 
after they had been on an hoar, when the 
legs resembled great masses of half 
boiled meat. For 25 hours the girl lay 
and moaned, when she died in great agony.
