By a recent act
of congress it was decided that on June
80 next the position would be - declared
out of existence. Upon that date all:

deliver into the hands of the
clerks of the district courfs in their

their possession. It will then become the

duty of the district judges to select the

names of proper persons in each district
to be presented to the attorney-general
for appointment, who will' thereafter be
designated simply as United States com-
missioners. The selection will also in all
probability be suhmitted to the various
district attorneys for consideration, who
in turn will join inthe recommendation
of the appointments. During the in-
terim that must of necessity elapse be-
fore the appointment of such a large
number of federal officials all the work
formerly performed by the deposed Cir-
cuit court commissioners will devolve
upon the various district judges.

Count Herbert Biemarck’s denial \in
the Reichstag that he has given-an in-

terview to newspaper men during the
past five years is hardly credited in po-
litical circles, and there is excellent
authority for saying that he did give an
interview containing some of the recent
revelations in the Schoenhausen. The
Count went to Freidrichsrunhe
immediately after Monday’s = ses-
sion of the Reichstag and
made a full report to his father on the
present attitude of the Emperor and the
government regarding ~the revelations
and it is stated that 2 plan was agreed
upon to continue the newspaper dis-
closures. As a result the Leipsic Neusste
Nachrichten has published a statement
that Italy entered into a secref. agree-
ment with Russia in 1891, similar tothe
Russgo-German alliance.

The Emperor William is said to be
furious at these revelations, but he sees
no way of stopping them. His aid,
Count von Molke, went to Freidrichsruhe
on Tuesday with instructions to beg the
Prince to cease. But Prince Bismarek
replied that he must retain the right of
free speech.

One of His Majesty’s attendants was
present at the duelling debate in the
Reichstag, and took copious notes and
reported to the Emperor. The latter
took particular noteof Herr Lenzmann’s
menacing speech.

A mass meeting will be held in Berlin
to-morrow to protest against duelling
practices and to favor the withdrawal of
the military class privileges. A pesition
to the same effect with 500,000 signatures
will be submitted to the reichstag.
