CANADA'S VICTORY.

How the Dominion Riflemen Beat "the U.
S. at Sea Girt.

The following account of the Canadian 
riflemen's victory at Sea Girt over the 
United States team, la given In the New 
York Sun:

After holding for many years the Palma 
trophy, emblematic of the championship 
at rifle shooting, the United States today 
was obliged to relinquish It to the Cana­
dian riflemen. They ontshot the American 
team 28 points, the total score* being 1,522 
to 1,49*. On the 800 and 909-yard targets 
the Americans held their own very well, 
but when the two teams moved back to 
the thousand-yard range, the visitors walk­
ed away from their opponents. This was 
surprising to many in view of the fact 
that the Canadians have always been re­
cognized as fine long-range shots.

The Canadians came to Sea Girt this 
year at the urgent request of the National 
Blfle Association. Other foreign riflemen 
were also invited to shoot, bat the Cana­
dians were the only ones to respond. They 
arrived on Sunday and spent the three days 
from that time until the match today al­
most exclusively on the long-range tar­
gets. The American team had not been 
Idle by any means, and put In much of 

time at practice, doing good work. 
The Canadian team that shot today was 
selected from twelve 
that country. Major 
the men were crack riflemen, and to select 
eight from among the number was difficult. 
Tonight his good judgment Is the 
many compliments.

The American team was chosen by Gen. 

Bird W. Spencer after a severe com­
petitive shoot extending over several days.

Capt. McLeod, poet, author and master 
of the ship Bufue E. Woods, now loading 
lumber at Chemalnus for Sydney, and Capt, 
Harris of the Fort George, also loading at 
Chemalnus, arrived by the noon train yes­
terday. Capt. McLeod, who was mate of 
the steamer Bristol, ranking between Brit­
ish Columbia and Ban Francisco for some 
time, has written a number of poema 
which have appeared In Harper's publica­
tions. He is from Honolulu, to which port 
his vessel took a cargo of coal from New­
castle, and he writes the following article 
regarding the so-called Paradise of the 
Pacific:

“Honolulu Is the most cosmopolitan city 
In the world. It contains about thirty 
thousand Inhabitants, all good Americans. 
They are composed as follows: Chinese, 
Japanese, Portuguese, Kanakas, Italians 
and nearly everything else. The only na­
tionality not to be found in any greet num­
ber are Americans. I don't think I met 
any (except tourists) during my sojourn 
there,. The Chinese are “Melicans;” so are 
the Japs. The Japs are as numerous there 
as they are on the Fraser river In the 
Salmon season. The little brown man Is 
In evidence on all occasions, and a bad 
scamp he Is at that. He apes all the white 
man's vices but none of his virtues. I’ve 

some laughable things there: for In­
stance, a Chinaman driving a cab with 
Nick Murphy painted on It; i Jap drinking 
Scotch whiskey In the Hibernian saloon 
kept by a Greek, the bartender being a 
Chinaman; the Boston Barber Shop kept 
by an Italian, all his men being Chinese, 
and yet all Mellcan man. The tourist who 
pays this place a hurried visit of a few 
days or maybe hours, and seeing different 
tropical trees and shrubbery growing spon­
taneously, goes home and proclaims his 
wisdom through the press by saying 
Honolulu is a paradise. Probably he 
not know the meaning of the word. Well, 
it is a paradise for the Chinese and Japs 
and a lot of other heathens that are dump­
ed there and bring plague and smallpox 
and dirt. But as for the white man, oh. 
It’s a veritable paradise for the energetic 
mosquito. Here Is his home. He abounds 
all the year round. No frost to stunt his 
growth or dull his fangs. Oh, can’t he 
bite. My ship was at the railway wharf 
discharging coal for 22 days, and before I 
got away I looked like a smallpox patient 
Just emerging from the hospital for the 
first time. I was glad to get away with 
my life. Getting burnt and roasted all 
day by a fierce tropical sun, and tortured 
nearly to distraction all night by mosquitos 
is not my Idea of paradise, not bv any 
means So says C. H. McLeod, Master 
Bark Bnfus E. Wood.

The new steam launch, which is being 
built at the Victoria Machinery Depot 
in the upper harbor, has been launched, 
and will be ready for her trial trip in 
a few days. She is lying at the Ma­
chinery Depot wharves, and had steam 
up yesterday. The new fishery protec­
tion steamer, which is to be used by 
Fishery Inspector Sword, for patrolling 
tire Fraser river, and British Columbia 
fishing grounds, is a pretty craft, and 
with her sloping smoke-stack, long nar­
row hull and general appearance she 
looks more like a steam yacht than any­
thing else. She will have a guaranteed 
speed of about eight knots, although it is 
expected she will be able to make ten in 
cases of emergency. Her engines, which 
are compound surface condensing 
gines, have been all but completed, and 
Mr. Watson is putting the last touches 
on her house work. She has a house 
running from well forward to within a 
few feet of her stem, the forward part 
being given over to her wheel house, 
and abaft her engines she will have a 
little cabin in which two berths will be 
placed. The fishery protection vessel 
will carry a crew of six men all told.

Her name has not yet been selected. 
When she was launched word was sent 
to Ottawa asking for a name for the 
vessel, but so far no name has been 
selected. She will be ready for service 
within a couple of weeks.

The Duncan United Mines has let a 
contract with the Rand Drill Company 
for a compressor to take the place of 
the one which was disabled at the PoOr- 
man just prior to the Granite Mines go­
ing into liquidation. The terms of the 
contract require the compressor to be 
installed in 40 days, but it is thought 
that the company will have the 
in working order iuside of 30 days. This 
compressor will be of sufficient capacity 
to furnish all the power required at the 
Poorman-Granite properties, and when 
it is installed work upon the property 
will be resumed on a larger scale than 
ever before, it being the présent inten­
tion to resume development with a force 
of at least 70 men. While the compres­
sor is being installed preliminary work 
will be undertaken. One of the main 
features in the programme of develop­
ment will be the sinking of a shaft, 
from which several new levels will be 
opened up. The company has had a 
crew of men at work for some time in 
getting the preliminary work in shape 
for the sinking of this shaft.

ROAD WORK.

H. W. C. Jackson came in last night 
from the St. Thomas wagon road to 
transact several matters of business 
arising in connection with the enter­
prise. A force of 50 men is now at work 
on the road and excellent progress is 
being made. One mile of the road has 
been completed and about five miles of 
the right-of-way prepared for the con­
struction gang.

Fake Bottle Message Found, Alleged to 
Be from the Lost Minnie.

The “me'eage in-the-bott!e” fool has 
been busy again.

Active Movement to Secure the Island for 
United State». yj

Little effort Is longer made to conceal 

the fact that there is an active movement 
to secure the early annexation of Cuba, and 
that it has the support of the administra­
tion. The Washington correspondent of 
the Philadelphia Press makes General 
Wood’s visit to the national capital toe text 
Of an exposition of the situation from the 
standpoint of those who favor this move­
ment. It is held that American control 
must continue until a Cuban president 
shall have been Inaugurated and a native 
government established, and that, even If 
the preliminary steps should be taken Im­
mediately, 112 days must elapse before the 
first election—for civil governors and a con­
gress-can be held, and 112 more before 
the second—for president and vice-presi­
dent—can occur. This means more than 
seven months at least, and If everything 
possible should be done to expedite 
matter, a government could hardly be es­
tablished before the latter part of next 
spring. The correspondent of the Press 
reports that lt Is the general belief that 
so long a postponement of the possible In­
auguration of a Cuban government means 
that there never will be one. but Instead 
the annexation of the Island, and he states 
that “General Wood’s report clearly Indi­
cates that annexation Is the only salvation 
of the Island."

It Is significant that the announcement 
was recently made that the revised Cuban 
tariff, on which a great deal of time and 
labor has been emended, will not be pro­
mulgated. General Wood Is quoted as jus­
tifying this on the ground tost It would 
be unwise to change the present system, 
but the correspondent of thé Press sur­
mises that “the real reason Is th*t the new 
tariff was to have been a part of the new 
Cuban governmental system." and If there 
Is never to be any Cuban government, there 
had better not he a new tariff. There Is 
an element In Cuba which favors annexa­
tion, and It Is understood to be their pur­
pose to send a d«'egat|nn of th»fr very 
strongest men to Washington when con­
gress meets to urge upon It the wisdom and 
advantage of bringing Cuba In as a part of 
the United States. Here certslnlv are 
signs enough of an active movement to se­
cure annexation. Whether there 1» to be 
any strong opposition apparently depends 
upon the attitude of the protected Inter­
ests In- this country, and that has not vet 
been made clear.
