A lecture on "A trip in the Forest 
of New Brunswick " was given at the 
band stand, in the International For- 
estry Exhibition, by Mr. E. Jack, 
Commissioner from New Brunswick, 
immediately after the afternoon per- 
formance of the band of the Scots 
Guards. Mr. Hutchison of Carlowrie, 
in the absence of Lord Provost Sir 
George Harrison, presided. There 
was a large audience, and after a few 
words of introduction by the Chair- 
man, Mr. Jack said that so many pro- 
ductions of art, treasures of science 
and learning, and reminiscences of 
a venerable past, that, by way of 
change, a trip with him among dis- 
tant forests, in a comparatively new 
land, might not be uninteresting. 
Ascending the St John—the obief 
river of New Brunswick—by steamer, 
a distance of eight-five miles, through 
a fertile and well-settled country, the 
traveller reaches Fredericton, the 
capital of the province, prettily 
situated on a large fiat. By rail the 
distance is only 65 miles. Nearly 
opposite Fredericton the Nashwask 
unites with the St. John. On the 
17th of: September, last the party of 
whom he (Mr, Jack) had charge left 
the city of Fredericton for the pur- 
pose of making a survey of some un- 
granted lands on the head of the 
Little South-West Miramichi River, 
a branch of the North-West, whose 
waters take their rise in a country 
which is yet covered by the original 
forest.

river. They fallowed the stream: 
through a tangled forest of spruce and: 
balsam fir, which was encombed with| 
windfalls and underbush, till they 
came to the Dead Water, which was 
navigable by canoes. A canoe hav. 
ing been constructed, two of the 
party with the supplies and blankets 
went into it, and proceeded down the 
Dead Water, while the others contin- 
ued their journey on the land. At 
the lower end of the Dead Water they 
were joined by two of their men, who 
come along with bags oi food on their 
backs. In that part of the country 
tracks of the moose and caribou were 
discovered. On the 4th of October 
the travellers arrived at the second 
Dead Water, which was about a mile 
long, and fringed on each side with 
barrens, and overhung with low. 
growing shrubs. Three of the party 
descended the lower Dead Water in 
the canoe. Paddling their canoe for 
about a mile, they came to a series of 
rapids, where for about a quarter of a 
mile the stream was full of granite 
boulders, and where it joined the 
Little South-West Lake, which was 
about three miles long. At the head 
of these rapids they landed, and en- 
camped at an old hunting camp on 
the shore of the lake. The lake, 
which contained fifteen islands, 
abounded with black ducks, and at 

the entrance of the stream into the 
lake there was a splendid trort pool. 
At that camp the cook and Mr. Jack 
established themselves, and sent the 
rost of the party down the lake and 
stream to explore. After about four 
days' absence Mr. Jack's comrades 
returned, having surveyed and claim- 
ed a large track of forest land. The 
travellers thereafter commenced their 
homeward journey, and amived at 

Fredericton after a month's absence. 
At the close of the lecture, which was 
interspersed with amusing anecdotes 
and graphic descriptions of scenes 
and customs witnessed, Mr. Jack was 
awarded a hearty vote of thanks.

But in too many instances it is 
admitted to be almost the worst, for 
its occupants have not only their own 
filth to contend against, but that also 
of all the domestic animals they keep.

If our lives and the lives of our dear 
ones are worth preserving, we should 
attend to these matters without delay. 
Investigate If nothing more, and try 
to find out whether we are really liv- 
lag over a volcano or a powder maga- 
aine, ready at any moment to ex- 
plode. If any source of filth is too 
near, or in discharging in the wrong 
direction, see that such wrong is 
righted without delay. If the water 
is already bad, stop using it, and dig 
a new well somewhere else, or boil 
the water before using until such 
time as pure water can be obtained. 
If the privy is a nuisance see that is 
is abated in some way. Dry earth 
kept under cover, to be used daily, is 
one of the neatest practical methods 

yet practised for keeping a privy 
from becoming a nuisance and a 
danger to health i goal ashes may be 
used in place of dry earth if more 
easy to obtain, or if it is desirable to 
dispose of them in such a way.

Perfectly Clean Milk.

In proportion to cost, even at the 
low prices of this season, eggs return 
more profit than anything else sold 
froin the farm.

In packing apples for shipment, not 
one should be placed in the barrel 
that has the slightest trace of un- 
soundness, as such apples decay soon- 
er than the others and also affect all in 
the barrel.

The Ohio Agricultural Experi- 
mental Station calls attention to the 
feet that in its experiments potatoes 
raised from large, whole seeds, ripened 
nine days earlier than those from seed 
cut to the single eye.

It is said that the simplest remedy 
for worms in cattle, sheep and hogs 
is turpentine mixed with a little feed 
or given in linseed oil or gruel; two 
ounces for a cow and one-fourth or 
less for smaller animals.

Lambs can be safely weaned and 
separated from their mothers at four 
months, and should not be allowed to 
subsist upon the ewes longer than 
five months, as they cannot thrive 
best while raising lambs.

Close attention to all the wants of 
the fowls, and also to the sanitary 
conditions of the house and yards, 
will do more towards preventing dis- 
ease than all the poultry pills, pow- 
ders, tonics, &e., in the universe.

Nearly 6,000,000 acres of land in 
Germany have recently been diverted 
from the cereals to sugar beet culture. 
The sugar itself yields a profit, and 

the refuse makes excellent feed for 
cattle, and hence makes the country 
independent as to meat.

Milk, cream and butter should all 
be kept as low as 62 degrees, at or 
below which point, if ever, carbonic 
sold gas develops. With pure food, 
cows rightly treated, with clean ves- 
sels and pure air, less difficulty will 
be experienced in burning than with- 
out such precautions.

Market gardeners find the growing 
of small encumbers for pickles one of 
of their most profitable crops. In 

most farm neighborhoods a patch of 
cucumbers for pickles will find mar- 
ket among farmers at better prices 
than the market gardeners obtain at 
wholesale for their crop.

A new horseshoe bas lately been 
experimented with at Lyons, France. 
It is made entirely of sheep's horn, 
and is found particularly adapted to 
horses employed in towns and known 
not to have a steady foot on the pave- 
ment. The results of the experiments 
have proved very satisfactory, as 
horses thus shod have been driven at 
a rapid pace on the pavement without 
slipping.

Unthinking farmers will sometimes 
place a colt or a young horse by the 
side of a horse of more mature years, 
and expect it to do an equal amount, 
of work without injury. Such a thing 
is not only cruel but unwise. Many 
promising horses have been ruined by 
such treatment. No young horse4

grey sandbars with scarcely audible 
murmur, as if unwilling to disturb 
the repAmA of mature. On either bank 
were fertile alluvial lands, the course 
of the river through which could be 
traced by the elms and maples which 
grew along their borders. On these 
low lands the people were Luay at 
their harvesting, and everything 

around hare the appearance of comfort 
and decent sufficiency. At eight 
miles distance from Fredericton they 
passed the village of Nashwask, 
which, with its few wooden houses, 
painted pure white, with green blinds 
closing from the outside, formed a 
centre for the surrounding country. 
A few miles further on they were 
reminded of Scotland on crossing the 
river Tay, a pretty little tributary of 
the Nashwaak, which near its mouth 
meanders through luxuriant meadows. 
On the summit of a little bill at the 
junction of the two streams stands the 
grave of Lieutenant Dugald Campbell, 
who with his regiment, the 42nd 
Highlanders, had fought through the 
revolutionary war, and he it probably 
was who, in memory of Scotland, had 
named the stream the Tay.

Some companies of the 42nd, after 
the American revolution, were "dis- 
banded on the Nashwaak, and their 

were yet' to be found M'Phersons, 
M'Leaus, M'Leods, Frasers, Forbes, 
M'Millans M'Laggans, and Ross, with 
many other equally characteristic 
names. They were 4 hardy race of 
men, and many of them, though no 
longer " clad in the garb of old Gaul,” 
yet retained more than a trace of the 
fire of old Rome. A short drive from 
the Tay brought them to the village 
of Stanley, situated on the banks of 
the Naskwaak, in a deep valley twenty 
four miles from Fredericton. Crossing 
the river by a' wooded bridge, they 
passed though a very good farming 
country, having houses all along the 
road, each settler being of the farm 
on which he resided. From the house 
of the settler, there was a trail through 
the forest leading in the direction 
which they wished to travel. The 
way led among a growth of lofty 
bireb, maple, and beech, whose boughs 
met over their heads, affording a grate- 
fal shade from the warm autumn sun.

BY PROF. BROWN OF THE GUELPH AG. COLLEGE. Perfectly clean milk is what is 
wanted by consumers and by factories, 
yet it is not always obtained. Many 
of the milkmen furnish milk to their 
patrons, which is so filthy that should 
one attempt to eat it with bread, the 

" taste of the barn * would be so strong 
that he who made the attempt would 
be disgusted. Such milk can be used 
in tes or coffee, and the filthy taste 
not bo detected, but the filth is there 

none, the less, and who wants to eat 
that kind of filth . Filthy milk is 
neither fit to eat nor fit to manufacture 
into better or cheese. I have seen 
butter and obeese that tasted of the 
filth of the barn. Now in order to 
secure perfectly clean" milk, great 
care must be exercised in removing 
all filth from the sides and from the 
udder of the cow before milking. The 
stable must be kept neat and clean. 

| 4 foul smelling stable will taint the 
milk during the process of milking. 
The best milk can only be obtained 
by observing the most scrupulous 
cleanliness in all the operations, the 
cows should not be over-heated by 
fast driving nor by being chased by 
dogs, nor should they be excited by 
being beaten or frightened while 
being milked. All milk coming from 

animals in heat should be separated 
from the rest of the milk, and also all 
milk taken from diseased or inflamed 
adders. The cows should also have 
clean, pure water to drink and whole- 
some food to est. A milkman who 

can furnish a first class article of milk 
is deserving of patronage._________
