commerce ; the risk of losses in this legi-
timate line is known to be heavy ‘enough

. .without going into still more risky and

imprudent transactions; banks were in-
tended to aid production and commerce—
stock gambling benefits nobedy but ruins
mapy. Such is the way the law and the
more prudent bank men looked at it. Bu*

the  tendency to indalge in this
jllegitimate trade has been grow-
ing, and only a few weeks ago

At least three bank managers of Toronto
are heavy speculators in stocks. There is
nothing illegal in this ; it is a matter that
concerns the shareholders and directors ;. if
the directors are inclined to take a hand
themselves and have brokers om their

boards they cannot expect their managers to
e ,Bnt‘ itis ngzo the less reprehen-
sible for managers to speculate in stocks,

. especially in the stocks of their own bank.

AND THE HEINOUSNESS OF THIS LATTER
comes in here ; the manager having the
most intimate knowledge of the condition
of his hank, he is in a positivn to know how
things are going, what the prospects are,
ete,, snd he uses tlat information to his
own benefit the moment he boﬂma to buy
or sell Ili?b own Bank’s stock, and whatéver
he makes is at the less of his own nlmr_chold-
ers. And what is true of the manager is true
of directors also. People have a hard name
for such dealing.

THE THREE-DOILL { R CHARGE

Against W. W. Hodgson Discussed—He Is
Acquitted by the ¢ iitee.

W. W. Hodgson, the newly-abpointed
clerk of the western cattle market, appeared
before the committee on markets and
health to answer charges preferred against
him in the city council meetiog on Monday
night. The charges were presented by Ald
Maughany who alleged that Hodgson had
,b",“ twice dismissed from the constabulary
of the county of York for misappropriating
funds belonging to the township of York.
The alleged offences occurred five or six
years ago. W, H. Doel, J.P., of River-
side was also present and he made a formal
declaration before the committee. It was
he who brought the matter to the atten-
tion of Ald. Maughan and that gentl'eman
assured the committee that the only inter-
est he had in the matter was the city’s wel-
fare. Mr. Doel then made a statement of
the charges.” Five years ago, when the
celebrated baby farming case at Leslieville
was being investigated, Hodgeon drew $3
from the township of York treasury to pay
a Mrs. Byron, who haa acted aza nurse, and
it was claimed that he had never paid- the
amouut over to the woman. The constable
was brought before Judge Mackenzie and
tried on the charge and dismissed. Mr.
Hodgson then made a spirited speecl. to the
committee, and held that he had b en
grossly misrepresented. The whole affair
was a piece of petty political jealousy, He
entered into a lengthy statement of his
dealings with Mr. Doel as a mavistrate,. He
stoutly denied ever Maving defrauded, or
attempting to defraud, the woman out of $2,
She had never claimed it. - Mrs. Byrou
had told him (Hodgson) that Mr. Doel had
lent her $4, and as thers was an account
of $17 40 in constable’s fees coming from
Mr. Doel he had retained $3 as part pay-
ment, knowing that Mr. Doel had viriually
paid Mrs. Byron’s claim. He also stated

that on the other occasion on which he had
been dismissed there was no reason given
him for his dismissal. He had been drop-
ped from the list, and when he asked for
an explanation from the township clerk,
none was given, He attributed the dismis-
sal to political reasons pure and simple, and
charged the late Capt. Norris and Mr. Geo.
Leslie, sr., with being the parties who
brought it about  Capt. Norris had told
him that if he (Hodgson) made a certain
apology to Mr. Geo, Leslie, sr., he woun!d
be re-tnstated. “L'his he failed o do.
Aldermen Carlyle, Love and George M.
Evans were in favor of making a thorough
investigation of the charge on outh, and
also of having the evidence taken at the
trial before Judge Mackenzie produced.
Ald. Clarke said it was a very flimsy
affair, and he had no doubt but that poli.
tical malice was at the back of it. He was
in favor of dismissing the matter from
farther consideration, and he moved ac-
cordingly.

A vote was taken with the following re-
sult : Yeas—Clarke, Downey, Turner.
Nays—Love, Carlyle, G. M. Evans. Chair-
man Taylor then said he would have great
pleasure in voting for Ald, Clarke’s motion
to dismiss the matter aud report thus to
council,

KNOX COLLKGE ENDOWMENT.

Representative Meeting in Support of the
Scheme—Action to be Taken.

A meeting of representatives of the pres.
byterian church throughout Ontario was
held at Knox church yesterday afternoon
to consider the question of the endowment
of Knox eollege. Wm. Mortimer Clark,
chairman, said that since the union of the
presbyterian churches in Canada the three
colleges—Knox, Kingston and Montreal—
were supported by a common fund, and
each year there was a large deficiency, To
remedy this is was proposed to endow Kunox
college, and thas make it self sustaining.
He had called them together to discuss the
best means for proceeding with the endow-
ment scheme, .

Prin. Cavenof Knox college said this
was not a new scheme. It had been under
discussion for a number of years and had
received the sanction of the gemeral as.
sembly, The debt had been accumulat-
ing from year to year and now amounted to
$11,340. They bad difficulty in obtaining
a suflicient sum before the fund was made
common to the three colleges, Then their
constituency was the territory surroundin
Knox college: now it extended beyon.
Montreal. §19 000 is required for the sup-
port of the three and of this Knox is supposed
to get $10,000. Instead of obtaining this
sum ($19,000) the amount actuaily col.
legted was only $15,970 and of this Knox
got $8426, It was found that of the sum
collected $10,866 was raised in the old
Knox constituensy, He did not mention
this as a reflection on the other Jistricts
but to putit ina selfish way, “‘we were
not getting cur own.” As the other col-
leges are endowed they can bear up under
these difficulties but Knox cannot. Hs
wished therefore to put it on the same
foot ng with the others. Among other
reasons for urging the endowment
scheme, lLe said Knox required an increase
in the staff of prof ssors ; MecGill ard
Qu-cu’s colieges are pushing their re-
spective ecdowments echemes, and the time
is now very favorable. In addition to these
1easons he said the majority of the sup-
porters of the church are in favor of this
scheme in preference to the present system.
In conclusion he made an appeal to the 400
graduates and ex-students 1o assist.

Dr Cochrane said something miist be done
at once. The people in the west would
very much prefer to give the sum required
for the endowment than to pay coutinual
subscriptions

James Walker, Hamilton, bad su! scribzd
liberally to the endowment of Qaeen’s, and
heartily endorsed the present scheme. In
his remarks he referred to the growth of
presbyterian theological education in Oc..
tario,

Brief spoeches were also made by Dr.
McDonald of Hamilton, Rev H M Parsons,
Dr King, Rev. R Wallace, Dr Reid, Prof
L-udon, Wm Adamson and Mr Alexander,
Toronto; Rev G Bruce, St Catharines, and
Rev R Torrance, Guelph, in which they
referred to the different methods of rsising
the money. The amount required will be
$200,000. The majority of those present
thought the subscription should be paid in
two annual instalments,

The following resolution was then moved
and carried unanimously, aftér which the
meeting adjourned :

dencr; and the third the glittering scheme
of federation of the fmpire, This latter
proposal  comprises  in hrief’ the
setting up of 8 general paliament
in London, which woulit bear the same rela-
tion to Ireland, Scotland, Cauada, Austra-
lia, and I presume India, as the domianion
parliament now bears to the respective pro-
vinces of the coufederation. Then (quality
being granted all rouad, it weuld follow
that each colony or dependency would send
representatives in proportion to its popula-
tion, If the number of representatives for
England in the imperial commons were
taken as the standard, then Canada would
send Mr. Blake and ninety others across

without some hopes for the couatry, -

The other scheme is annexation to the
United States. This of course is superior
to the federation proposal, but inferior to
that for independence. If I th-ught inde-
pendence were mnot possible, then should I
say by all means let us have annexation,
I think the tendency now is rather towards
independence than annexation, for by an-
nexatiou as Canadiane we would be practi-
cally annihilated. = 'We would be as a drop
into the bucket, losing our ndividuality in
the great republican mass. I do mnot
think we would be “the worse off
commercially for this ; on the contrary I be-
lieve the change would be for our benefit,
but the exchange of ideas from a nationali:t
of our own toan engraftment upon foreign
nationality is not very firing to the senti-
ment. Writers who in the past, in the first
instance pointed out the superiority of the
scheme for independence, found themselves
flung back by the apathy of the public at
the time, und the inavspicious condition of
the country’s development. Little was
known then of our Northwest territories,
what was the capaci'y of the soil, the extent
of the domain, the nature of the climate, or
the character of the territory. Few indeed
thought it would ever take more than a
secondary place in Canadian territory.
