FeNTON, Mo., Jan. 23.—Louis Bodicker
and wife, Josephine, occupied a log house
on a rented farm near here. This morning
a neighbor found both’ dead in the house,
The furniture and floor were smeared with
blood. Bodicker was in bed with his
throat cut and haggled with an axe. His
wife was stretched at full length on the
floor with the back of her head crushed
with an axe and her neck broken.

4 TRUNK SEWER LOOMING UP,

Ald. Turner Outlines a Financial Plan

- Feor its Construction.

The first meéting of the new legislative
committee of the city council met yester-
day afternoon, Chairman Smith in' the
chair. Present: Mayor Boswell, City So-
licitor McWilliams, Ald. Hunter, Hast-
ings, Maughan, Mitchell, Lobb, Love and
Turner. Ald. Turner stated that theboard
of works had for some time been
in taking surveys as to the practicability
of the trunk sewer scheme. They had de-
cided that it was imperative that the Gar-
rison creek section should be comstructed
this present year. It was estimated that
the whole work would cost $1,444,000,
and he thought a fair allowance
of time for finishing the work
would be four or five years. To pro-
vide for the expense of conmstruction he
proposed the following scheme: That cor-
poration stock for the full amount be is-
sued bearing 5 per cent interest. This
stock would be irredeemable, but trans-
ferable. The city’s presemt debenture
debt is $6,000,000, but according to the
consolidated act of 1859 power could be
obtained to issue a further allotment of
debentures of $1,350,000, and his plan
proposed to leave that power um to
meet further wants of the city. By the
issue of the irredeemable bonds to pro-
vide for the construction of the sewer, the
burden 'would be light on  the
tax payers, and no sinking fund
would have to be provided. He
har been assured by local capitalists that
there would be little difficulty in floating
the proposed stock at 5 per cent.

There is going t5 be a lively time among
the stock-brokers and some of their clients.
A number of law suits have beenﬂ entered,
