It was to Big Bear that McLean, 
the Indian instructor at Fort Pitt, 
surrendered, along with all the white 
settlers and their families, numbering 
forty. Mr. Rae has a .letter written by Mc­
Lean to liis wife, after he was taken, in which 
he says : “They now in their excite nent 

,-have made me a prisoner, and swear by * * 
mighty God that 1 would stay with the.... 
▲las! that I came into camp at all, for God 
only knows how things will to now. They 
want you and the children to ceme into camp, 
and it may be for the best that yon should, for 
heaven onlv knows how this v|U end. The 
chief and councillors say that they will let 
me go down the Beaver river with my family, 
and if so wo would be all right I believe 
candidly it is best that you should come, as 
the Indiana are determined to bum the fort 
if the police do not leave.”
