dealer, on a charge of negotiating for the 
purchase of $7000 worth of counterfeit 
money. Reid, who ia about 60 years of 
ego, is estimated to be Worth $30,000, and is 
» prominent resident of Fergus, where he has 
hitherto enjoyed^ an unblemished reputa­
tion. He was identified with the Plymouth 
Brethren, but pending the outcome of hie 
trial has been suspended from the brother­
hood.

The circumstances leading up to the ar­
rest of the accused were briefly these: In 
May lait Dominion Commissioner of Police 
Sherwood, Ottawa, came into possession, 
through the dead-letter office, dated 
March 27, end April 3, 1893, two letters 
bearing the signature of “W. C. Reid, box 
78, Fergus postoffice,” and addressed to
