Moreover, the heavy work is done, and
wery properly by men.

Men scrub the floors and are hewers of
wood and carriers of water, and churn, aod
wiik the cows. Servauts in the west of
Canada become members of the tamily in
farm houses a8 in old England. Best of
all, s womsn in'the west can choose ber
mate from ‘¢ Britons of larger body and
larger hearts than those at home.’ Home
dwelling Britons, at least 1n large towns,
are notoriously degenerated and shambling
cremtures. Pity being akin 'to love, and
wobody else coming forward woman puts
up with the existing race, but she will find
in Cspads affectionate sons of Anak.

But when a horse Las worked hard as long
as it could, it certainly deserves & green
old age, and if the owner can afford it be
ought to see that it gets kind treatment
and pleuty to eat as long as it lives.

Curiosities of Advertising.

A Chicago inventor bas taken out &
patent for au advertising ®hoe. It has a
hollow wooden sole, the outside of which
ie covered with bristles arranged to suit
the fancy. In the woodea sole is an ar-
rangement for holding black or colouring
ink, which is replenished as peeded by &
tube leading from there up the leg. The
idea is this :—Smith, a jeweler, buys &
pair of these thoes, and arranges the
bristles so as to read *Smith’ (on the
heel), tCbesp watches, $10, at Smith's ’
(this on the sole). A man can walk out at
night with those shoes on loaded with ink,
proeeeds to walk all round the neighbor-
hood in the vicinity of Smith’s shop. In
the morning the pavement is covered with
the advertisement. Another new idea is
the figure of a young man about 5 feet in
beight, dressed in a fine suit of clothes,
which has been built for the Waterbury
Watch Company by an American professor.
In the upper left vost pocket 18 A watch
attached to a fine gold chain, The ioter-
jor of the figure is 8 completed vetwork of
wires, and by windiog the figure is set in
motion. The right hand, lying close to
the body, is raiged to the vest pocket, and
the watch taken out and earried to the
right ear, to give the impression that the
young maAn is listening to the tick of the
watch. In a moment the band {s brought
down opposite the breast, and in a perfect-
ly natural and life like maoner the figure
Jooks at the watch as if to see the time
indicated. The watch is then restored to
the pocket, and the arm falls back into
place. The mechsoism will, it is said,
thortly be placed apon exhibition.

Creamep Sermon.—Ore can salmon, oné
cup cream , half cup milk, two small tea-
spoonfuls corn-starch rubbed smooth with
oue tablespoonful of butter, pinch of soda,
pepper and salt to taste. Turn the salmon
from the. can into a colander so as to drafn
off all the liquor, and pick the fish into
small flakes with a fork, carefully removing
all bits of bene and skin, Have ready tue
milk and cream beated in a double boiler
with the soda, and add to them the
cornstarch and batter, stirring constantly
uutil they thicken smoothly, Put in the
salmon and toss it about with a fork until
it s hot throughout. Remove from the
fire, and fill greased scallop shells or paity
pans with the mixture, Sprinkle the
crumbs over the top ot each, stick bits of
butter here and there, and set in the oven
long enough to brown delicately. Serve
with crackrs and sliced lemon. This dish
can be entirely prepared in the morning,
with the exception of the final ten min-
utss in the oven. Cold cod, halibut, or
other firm fish can be used instead of
salmor, if preferred, but it must be very
finely shreded. At first sight the call for
cream and butter may seem extravagant,
but the total cost of the ingredients will
prove less than that of good chops or
ctenk, and will give that variety which it
should be the housewife’'s study to pro-
vide,
