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—TaE American Congress which met in
special session on the 7th inst. is likely to
prove a memorable one in several respects.
It is the first congress since the outbreak of
the civil war in which the Democratic party
has had control of both houses in addition
to the Presidency. For over thirty years
the Republican party has virtually roled
the nation, for although a democratic presi-
dent (Cleveland) did hoid office for four
years, his opponents during that time had
control of the Senate and were able, in that
house, to block all reforms the democratic
president and house of representatives might
propose.. These thirty odd years of repub-
can rule, as is well known, have been char-
acterized by the steady adherence of the
dominant party to the principles of protec-
tion. Congress after congress has made
changes in the tariff, but always to make it
more distinctively protective.

The assembling of the present congress
marks the beginning of a new era. If the
democratic party is true to its platform we
may expect to see framed a tariff bill in
which protection will have no place or in-
fluence; and as there is now no republican
majority in the senate to stand in the way,
the demooratic party can now enact such
tariff reforms as its leaders deem advisable.

But the present session is chiefly memor-
able inasmuch as it meets during an extraor-
dinary and unusually severe commercial
and financial crisis, which the people all
over the union are looking to congress to
remove by legislation. This would be an
easy matter if all sections were agreed as to
the causeof the presenttrouble and the means
of removing it. But the east and the west
are diametrically opposed on these points.
There will probably be little difficulty in
repealing those clauses of the silver legisla-
tion which compels the government to pur-
chase a certain quantity of silver bullion
each month. Then will come the tug of
war over what shall replace that law. The
west will make a desparate and determined
effort for free and unlimited coinage for
silver, while the east will a8 resolutely
oppose such a measure. The west demands
this as its only salvation, and its represen-
tatives in congress will fight for free coinage
as men will fight for their lives. On the
other hand the majority of the people of the
United States, believing that the present
financial trouble is largely caused by the too
favorable silver legislation of the past, will
look to Congress to replace the present laws
with those which will place the finances of
the nation on a sound basis, which can be
done only by making gold the single mone-
tary standard. The battle has already be-
gun on the silver question, and it will be
watched with interest by the civilized
world.

—Taus clerk of the weather seems to be
getting careless about his duties of late, as
the present year is rather a peculiar one
from a meteorological point of view. The
winter was excessively cold and lasted well
on into summer, there being scarcely a day
of genuine spring weather. Then we had a
couple of months of unusually dry weather
with but one or two slight showers. Lately
it has been excessively hot, the thermometer
running away up in the nineties. Friday
last was, we think, as warm a day as the
people of this valley have experienced for
many years. From the inconvenience we
experience when the mercury is hovering
around the point of ninety, in the shade, we
can fancy what it must be like in cities
where the heat of the sun is greatly aug-
mented by that from the heated brick and
stone of buildingsand pavements. However,
it is only in the middle of the day that the
heat is felt here. Our nights thus far have
been delightfully cool and refreshing.

One feature of these warm days is an in-
tolerable nuisance. It becomes exceedingly
monotonous to be told a hundred times a
day that it is hot, or to be asked the idiotic
question, “Is this hot enough for you?”
There should be a law to suppress the simple-
minded creatures who go around telling
people it is hot, or asking such a foolish
question. However, we suppose that in
three or four months more we shall all be
wearing overcoats and grumbling because it
is so terribly cold.

—THE census bulletin, dealing with the
people of Canada from an educational point
of view, has just been issued. In the pro-
portion of her adult population who are able
to read and write the Dominion stands
seventh among the nations of the world,
being below Great Britain, France, Ger-
many, Holland, Switzerland and Scandi-
navia. She about equals the United States,
and ranks ahead of Belgium, Italy, Austria,
Spain and Russia. Judged by the same
standard Manitoba ranks first among the
provinces of the Dominion. Ontario comes
next, and the North-West Territories third.
This would seem to indicate that those who
have gone into the North-West have been
better educated than the average of those in
the older provinces. This, however, is true
of the adult population only. The propor-
tion of children between the ages of 10 and
20 who are able to read and write is highest
in Ontario, being closely followed by Prince
Edward Island. This proportion is lowest
in the province of Quebec, which however
shows & much larger proportion able to read
and write among those between the ages of
10 and 20 than among the adult population.
This shows that the younger generation in
that province is much better educated than
their parents.

—MR. CArTER TrOOP, who is a native of
this town and well known to many of our
citizens, is contributing a series of letters to
a Toronto newspaper descriptive of a trip he
is now taking to Australia and back, by
way of the Canada Pacific Railway and the
new line of steamers recently established be-
tween Vancouver and Sydney. Beside des- |
cribing the various objects of interest he
may see during his journgy{ Mr. Troop will
deal with the quustinfi’of trade between the

W0 codntries, that being at present one of
the matters of especial interest just now to
the business men of this country. His first
letter was written from Honolulu, Hawaiian
Islands, and is an exceedingly interesting
and well written communication, describing
his journes from Toronto to Fort Williams
on the head of Lake Superior. He gives a
vivid description of the passage through the
Sault Ste Marie river and canal, the traffic
of which, he states, far exceeds that of the
Suez canal. It is here that a new canal is
being constructed on the Canadian side.

No doubt these letters will prove very
interesting to the readers of the Empire, in
which paper they are appearing, and we
hope that good will result to the business
interests of the dominion from his journey.

~—The gold and silver problem, says the
New York 7Tribune, has already landed one
victim in the insane asylam. This is An-
drew Dressen, a man 49 years old, hailing
from Portland, Me. He has a system by
which, with the yolks of eggs, he makes
gold out of silver, and insists that thereisno
need of free coinage. He is so demonstrative
at times in his endeavors to convince people
of the success of his system that the services
of a straight-jacket are needed.

—The postoffice authorities call attention
of postmasters to the fact that stamps are
not cancelled at some offices as carefully as
they should be, thereby enabling dishonest-
lyd persons to prepetrate frands on
the revenue, The superintendent is deter-
mined to stop the practice of using cancelled
stamps after they had been cleaned in pre-
payment of letters. Last week three par-
ties were fined at Stratford for this offence.
