This school is doing a grand work for the Lord, and
needs our hearty support, besides our earnest prayers
and loving sympathy. Some of our eastern Bands have
not yet taken up any special foreign mission work. 1
would urge upon such to choose one of these little girls
as their pupil, their representative in India, and let the
pennies they ‘give each month to this cause help to
train her for mission work in this dark heathen land.
Only $17 a year for.clothes, food and education in this
\Christian school |- Each-girl-going-out-from—its walls
‘carries with her an influence that will be felt throngh-
out her life, and probably reach many more precious
souls. Who will resolve to consecrate a portion of his
or her money during 1894 in supporting one of these
little Telugu girls in Akidu?
