Foreign Mission Funds.

8 the tic» has come when Presbyteries are submitting
A to their congregations estimates for the different
sohomes of the Church, will you allow me to state what are
our present obligations as to Foreign Mission work $

In oonsidering our Foreign Mission funds, it 18 aiways
nocessary to remember that there are two departments in
tt—the work done amcngst women aud chidren by lady
Mtesionaries, and supported by the Womens Foreign
Minlonary Society, and the congregational, educational
and avangelistic work done by our male Missionaries, and
supported by the congregational funds, Just as the Home
Miwion work of the Ohurch has its two departments—
Homo Mission and Augmentation—and as it is never
allowed to take the funds contributed for Home IMissions
and use them for Augmentation, aor to use Augmentation
Funds for Home Mission purposes, so is it in Foreign
Mission work, The money raised by the Women's Foreign
Misstonary Boaiety is, by the constitution of that Society,
to bo applied to work smongst wowen and children, and
cannot be applied to the other department. Each fund is
applied to tha purposes'for which it is raised.

Now, the estimate for Foreign Missmon work, for the
yeae, for the Western Section, as adopted by the General
Asgombly, is $115,000. Since the meeting of the General
Assenbly, and in view of appointments and changes that
huve since taken place, the Women's Foreign Missionary
woolety will require to raiss over $42,000 to meot their
obligations, and aboat $75,000 wilt bo required to meet the
obligetions connected with the other depsrtment. That
maekes & total of $117,000, or $2,000 moro than the General
Assembly's ostimate, There is little doubt that the iadies
will do their part, but will the congregations furnish the
870,000, that falls to them! That will depend upon two
thioge: Xirat :—The interest that exists among the mem
bers of the Church as to giving the Gospel of Salvation to
dying men. That we have the ability to give that and very
much more nobudy can question. In the Presbytorian
Ohurch'in Canada there are reported over 173,000 communi-
cants and nobody will aay, business depression notwith-
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standing, that so great a Church is uvppressed by the
amounts so far cuntributed. Have we got so far away
from the spirit of the Bible as to refnse to believe that .
busiuess Jopressions, ctu., cowe beceuse wo are unfnithful
to out trust. * He that earneth wages, earneth wages to
put into a bag %ith hoies.” *¥e looked for much and lo
it came to little; and whern ye brought it homo 1 did blow
upon it. Why? saith the Lord of Hosts, Because of
mine bouse which is waste, and ye run every man unto his
own Louso. Thorefute the Leaveu uver you is stayed from
dew, and tho carth is stayed from her fruit.” That, it is
well hoown, is regarded by inany as scarcely cotivnal
doctrine now a-days, yet the same God rules and by the
same laws as in the daya of the Prophets of old. The
Church can give very much more and would be very much
mute prospervus and Llessed in every way if she did.

Tho second.consideration is, that when the distribution
of congregational funds takes place, that the Foreign
Misgion Fund gets fair play. Let it be remembered that
the money raised by the women cannot be applied to this
section of the work for which 877,000 are coyaired. Bow-
ever much the Womon’s Poreign Missiun Suciety ralse,
tho congregations reyaire to raise §75,000, or we shall not
be able to meet our olligations for this year. Now, will
any one say that the Foreign Mission Cumuwittes is going
toofast 7 Can any one say that who will look at the
situation? A thousand millions ¢! sinning aud suffering
men and women and children who need to be saved from
not simply a future, but a present death.

* Shal! not,” asks Hudsun Taylor, after twonty years
in China, “ the low wail of helples., hupe'ess misery arising
frow one half of the heathen world, pierce oar sluggish ear
and rouse us spirit, soul and biudy to oue wighty, continued,
uuconquerable effort for China's salvation?” This is an
earnest and affecting appeal, but we have a stronger
appea! from a higher authority than Mc. Taglor. Ha who
himself wept over Jerusalem, and said, ** All power is given
uato mein bheaven andin earth, Go yo,thecefore, and teath
all nations, bapticing them in the name of the Father and
of the Scn and of the Holy Ghost,” also said, * O Son of
man, I bave get thee a watchman, therafore, thou shalt hear
the word at my mouth and warn them from me. When
Isay unto the wicked, O wicked man thou shalt die. if
thou dust not speak to warn the wicked from his way, that
wivked maa shall die iz his iniguity, sbut his blood will I
require at thine hand.” With such words, from Him to
whom we expect to render an accoant, in view, nouo dare
80y .o our own interests, nor in the iaterests of suffering,
weeping and perishing humanity, that we are going too
fast. It will be & long time yet before such a complaint
will bave any foundation. There is more reason in the
commpioint of others, that the committee does not go fast
enough -that we chould send out many more men and
women in faith, and that He who bas all power wil' pro
vide their daily bread, according to His promise. Alag!
wheu we are arguing and complaining ond hesitating, not
koowing what to do, the world is lying in the arms of the
Wicked One—dying without hope' Shal! we not awake?
