tation. This will leave room for a Province
to the north aud one to the south, Mani.
toba being extended west to White AMud
River.

ss compared witia last year. The 95,000
tons to be supplied from Pennsylvania and
Ohio, hayé beon secured at a reduction of

In the Nova Scotia Assembly on the 17th,
the Provincial Sécretary gave notice that he
would move a resolution providing for ihe
allotment of 200,000 acres of Crown lands in
Cai)a Breton, and a subsidy of $7,000 per
mile, 10 be given to any. Company who will
give sectirity for ‘the consiruction of a rails

way from Canso to Lounisburg, and o turther
sum of $5,000 towarda a ferry across the
Straits of Canso.

A cable telegram from London, of tho
18th inst., gives tho following important
news from ludia: *’The Calcutta corres
pondent of the Tim.s telegraphs that diffis
cultics have arisen belween tho Indian
Govaernment and the King of Burmah re
garding boundai’zs, and the Intter's olaim
to sovereignty over several independent
States. In spite of Lord Northbrook's pro’
posal for a mixed commission for the settls
ment of the questions at issue, tho King
has occupied the disputed torritory, and
refuses to withdraw. Tho British authori:
ties insist on a soltlemeunt by the means
they have proposed, and troops are going to
British Burmah."”

A Nashville dispatch.says a water spout
which foll at Fayelteville on Sunday, caused
an immenso overflow at Norria Creek, and a
small village was suddenly and completely
inundated. The steam saw mills of Bettes
were lifted up and carried down the stream;
Caridgo's distillery bas gone, also soveral
smaller establishments, The damage is
estimated at $100,000. Another waterspout
fell near Lynchburg, carrymg away two
distilleries and mapy out-houses. Hail fell
80 thickly that the surface of the stream
looked like 8 mass of ice. Huundreds of
cattle were drowned. Tho stream is sweep*
ing over the iron bridge at Nashville on the
Northwestern Railroad, Johnsonville is
completely inundated. The heavy storm of
Sunday night did immenso damage.

London, 20th.~The weather was favor-
able for the boat race, though rather cold.

‘Tho bauks of the
Thames were, as on former occasions, lined
with masses of people all the morning, the
difforent avenues loading to the river were
chocked with vebiclos and pedestrixns, nnd
at noon to day London presented o deserted
appearance.

The
Cambridge boat took the load at first but
Oxford soon. overtook it and won the race
easily by ten lengths.
