In view of the unsettled state of affairs onour
soathern border, the Home Government has of
tate made considerable addition to the Imjperial 1
Forees in this country, and her leading Statesman !
have given reiterated assurance that, it necessary,
the whaole Foree of the Fmpire will be employed |
in our Detence; stipulating, however, that we, so
fur as our means and population will permit, shall .
doour part, True to that feeling of Joyalty to the !
British Sovereign and love of British Institutions, *
which has ever been their boast, the people of
these Colonies have sceepted the position with all
its honors, responsibilities and dangers, and now
exhibit to the world the noble spectacle of a Clti-
zen Soldiery, embracing in its ranks thousands of
the most influential and intelligent of our popula-
tion, prepared to defend to the last the land they
live in and the laws they reverence,

The alacrity displayed by the Colonists in the
months of March and June last abundantly testi-
fies to their desire to defend these Provinces; but
itis evident to all who give the subject a thought,
that vast as has been the progress made towards
providing for them a thorough and practical Mili-
tary Organization, much has yet to be done to
complete the work. To establish an cfficient and
cconomical System of Defence is u problem which
is now engaging the attention of our wisest States-
nicn, many circumstances rendering it impossible
to introduce into these Colonies, without medifi-
cation, any of the systems pursued in the 0Old
World, while new {deas require to ne well matur-
ed before trial, owing to the vast expenses such
experiments entail.

The Canadian Forees alone is worthy of an in-
dependent special Advoeate and Organ; but when
allthe Forees of British North America are con-
solidated, it will become imperative that a me-
dium shotuikd exist through which our Citizen Sol-
dierly, now to xome extent strangers to each other,
may study the various systcins of organization in-
troduced wmong their comrades; ¢xehange mu-
tnally their thoughts and sentiments, and secure
the correction of those abuses and wrongs, which
will creep into every system, by exposihg them
to the notice of the authoritics and their fellow-
countrymen.

Such a medium as this “THI VOLUNTEER
