The Hamilton Times is making very far-
fetched deductions from the pablished reports
of Cunadfsn exports ander the present and
old tariff. Because Mr. Wanzer, the great
sewing machine man, hss been paid & draw-
back on exported machines undir the tariff
the Times thinks he has been bought up in
this way bv the Government. They clatm
that Mr. Wanzer, with all his politicel infla.
ence, has tarned Tory, and blame the Gov-
ernment and Mr. Wanzsr for undue influence.
Sometimes we see what it is to have politics
rue mad. Mr. Wapzer nnder the new Oana-
dian tariff, which has brought back the glow
of heslth to our country, has been enabled to
donble .his mannfacturing facilities, 'This is
a matter known to all who take any interest
in the manufacture oi sewing machines.

Under the Cartwright tariff, three at least
of the Hamilton sewing mackine manufactve-
ers failed and sold out their plant.

He 1s erecting on the
borders of the I:ke, in Hamiiton, two larze
factories to employ over 1,500 bands {n mak—
ing sewing machines and their accessories.

The
manner in which he brought out the best
qualities of the piano, making it sing at one
time like the human voice, st another ringing
out the clear and bell-like treble in brilliant
rcale passages, vet again awakiog the thun-

THE NEW CONVENT,
LAYING THE CORNER-STONE—THE EXERCIEES.

The corner-stone of the new convent on
North avenue was laid with appropriate cer-
emonles, yesterday sfternoon, in the presence
of a great concourse of people—the number
belng probably not less than five thousand.
The clergy present were the Rt. Rev. Bishop
DeRoesbriand, Rev. Thomas Lyncb, Vicar-
General, and the Rev. Fathers Michaud and
Sulllvan of St Mary's Ca‘hedral, Cloarec of
St. Joseph's Church, Aodet of Wineoski and
KEerlidou of Vergennes, Taking part in the
ceremonies were the Ladivs’ Sodality of the
Blessed Virgin; the Young Men’s Catholic
Unlon ; the 8chool children of the Cathedral,
numbaring nearly six handred ; the echool
coildren of 8t, Joseph's churob numbering
about four hundred; and the bt Joseph's
and St. John's soclieties. The proceselon
was a long one, and with its flags and bso-
ners, the regalia of the socleties and the hand-
somely dressed young girls, was iateresting
and beautiful.

This inscrip-
tion f8 in commemoration of the fact that on
the date given Pope Plus 1X. attained the
twenty.fifth year ot his Pontificate—an an-
niversary attained by no other Pope sinoe St.
Peter,
