Mr,
Powderly stotes that the strike has ceased to
ba one of a local assembly and bas become
ons of the whols organizstlen, and it wili use
every means {n itz power to gentinue the
fight, He in:imates that the Fadoration of
Railroad empleyes will support the mevement.
Mr. Powderly iste to-nlght gave ent aetate-
ment of the {nterview thls afterncon with
Vioe-President and Saperintsndent Toncey,
The statement gilys:—** Tuis merning Mr,
Powderly and M¥® Deviin walted npen Mr.,
Toucey at bla office forthe purpose et en-
deavoring to bring about a sottlement of the
trouble. Mr. Toucey absclutely refased to
entortain any prepeait¥n looking forward te-
‘ward arbitration or an Inveatigatisu of the
causes of the dlscharge of the men. During
the afterncon the same gentlemen walted up-
vn bjr, Webb in erder, as etated by the Exe-
cutfve board of the Knighta of Labor,
te give the company every opportanlsy
to briog the atrike to an end. In the Inter-
view they had with the third vice-president
Mesars. Powderlv and Devlla repeated the
cffor which the Kulghta of Labor have made
from the beginning, that they weuld declare
the strike off it the cempany woeuld agree to
submis the oase of the disoharged men to the
investigation of disinterested outside parties

A Rush to Death. '

ReaDiNG, Pa,, August 22.—A borrible acsi-
dent acourred this forenoon, shortly before 11
o'cluck, on the Mount Penn Gravity railroad, &
mounain route eucirciling Mouat Penn, 800
fees above the city of Reading. The road was
opened flve mounths sgo, and has been doing a
good burinees ever sinte. The cars were taken
froma Eoint on the outakirta of the city to the
top of the mountain, & distance of five miles,
On returning dhe cars were allowed to go dowr
the monntein by gravity by way of anosher
routa to the point of startiog. This forenoon,
at 10,30 o'clock, a carconsaining abouk eighteen
passengers were taken from the station to the
top of the mountain, Thie conumed abong
thirty minutes, On top of the mountain thers
is a high atone tower where the passengers were
allowed to alight to enjoy to scensry for thirty
miles sround.  Thers are different stories as to
the cause of the accident, but it appears that
when the tower reached, the point where the
gravity portion of the road commences, the
engine was detached, when the car ran away
while the paseengers were still on bosrd, The
distance to the point of starting ia five milcs,
and it is estimated that this was covered by the
runaway oar in three minutee, the car attaining
 fearful speed estimsted abt 80 miles an hour.
T4 remained on the track to the foot of she plans,
going round all of the eurves, while the pass-
engers aheieked in their fright and several
jumped c. When the car reacbed the station
at the foon of the plane it jumped the track and
rolled down a fifty-food embankment, where it
isnded upside down with the passengers im-
prisoned inside. The greatest excitement pre-
vailed and soon alarge crowd gathered, Doctors
and the ambulance were sent for and the dead
and injured removed. Four were taken out
dead. They included Chas. Retton, condactor
of the car, and E M. Levan, Mies Rosa Pfeiffer,
s young lady of this city, and Miss Harriet
Hinckle, of Philadelphia. The following will
oie: Mre Hitam Schittlor and Mrs, W. A. H,
Schmel. Among the injured are Sallie Bye and
Mary Guthrie, of Wilmington, both badly
hurt, and Willie Schmel, of this city, both
legs broken. !

The aale ia re-
ported of 180 paskages of choice creamery at 17c
for the English market. There appesrs to be a
scarcity of really choice fresh cresmery, but
holders have been crowding their Jume and
Jaoly on the market, sales of which have been
made at 13¢ to 15¢. Of cnurse the quality waa
somewhas off flavored, For really choice late
made gooda, our quotaticns would have to bs
exceeded. In faot sales bave recently been
made as an advance on former guotations, al-
though such sales are eaid to be spsculative.
There is also a scarcity of choice Eastern Town-
ships, for which highes figures bave been paid.
In Western the market remasina quiet but
slightly improved at 12 to_ldc, holders en-
deavoring to establish an advance on the out-
gide flgure for selections, Thae total exporta of
the seasonm at the close of last week were only
5,000 pkgs against 19,903 phkgs for she corres-
ponding period last year, showing a decrease of
14,852 pkgs. We quote:

Ureamery, 163 to 180c; Eastern Townships,
130 to 17¢; Morrisburg, 13c to 17c; Weatern,
12¢ vo 14c.

CHrESE.—Receipts during the past week were
52,686 boxea. 'The exporta of cheese up to the
close of last week were 136,474 boxes in excess
of those of the year previous. The shipments
this week are expected to be heavy as the
Briatol boat alons take out aboub 40,000 boxes,
inoluding the Idaho's cheese. The fact that
the shipments from New York last week were
only 28,209 boxes against 51,468 boxes for the
same week last yoar, while last week’s exports
ferom Moatreal were 100,000 boxes. Thia would
indicate that Oanadian cheesesjare getting a
decided preferemce over American goods, the
former being better keepers, and as we are now
ruoning on_ the August make the chances are
that & ‘Rood demand for the latber will be ex.
