No Maslem turng his face to Mecea
aith greater devotion than does the
Christian pilzrim his footsteps to Jerusa-
fem. Leaving Jatlu at an early hour,
Palestine with all it holy remimiseenses
is bofure you, tinged with the rays of
oternal trath which brighten every un-
folding prospect.  There it lies high
above the sci—the Prize of Nations!
It is forty-one miles uway and may be
reached on the evening of the second
Jay. ‘The inain road passes over an ex-
tensive plain and through aseries of hills
geverl hindred feet ahove the Mediter-
panean.  Thoneh a highway for over
four thousand years it has defied all at-
rempts of engineering, but the proposed
new railrond will effnce many of the
landmarks and time-worn footsteps 50
long familinr to the pilgrim.

Few persons make a tour through the
Holy Land alone. The Bedonins have
heen ¢n long noted for brigandage. it is
unsafe to travel in ont of way pluces
withont an escort.  Not many years ngt
fow would attempt traveling to Jerusalem
from Jatla withont an escort of lancers,
fur the deeds of Abou Gosh, the nated
mbher ehief, still haunts these hills, and
hix descendants are not ahove suspicion
teday,  However, the pilgrim loves
comipany in a foreign land, both on the
seore  of  proteetion  and  economy.

The roads from Jaffu to the environs are
lined with orange groves, and the fig,
pomegrante, almond, lemon and citron
grow in abundance.

A hearty welcome awaits the pilgrim
at the Francisean hospice, and apart-
ments are provided for ladics outside the
walls, Fruits, eges, chickens, cake and
cotlee, with the indispensible m\%ilch,
made up the noon refreshment. here
is n. chapel over the hounse, where Joseph
of Armathea lived, and many priests of
foreign countries have had the happiness
of saying mass in this chapel.

Who gave them the first taste of
intoxiecating drink, out of which has
sprung the feverish thimt and the govern-
ing passion of intemperance ? If the fath-
ersand mothers ofthisgeneration hadbeen
trained up without so much as the taste
of intoxicating drink, the homes of to-
day would be happy in temperance, par-
ental authority and filial affection. I{
the children of to-day are trained up in
temperance, such will be the homes and
pareuts of the next generation.” The
eminent advocate of total abstinence
concludes by advising parents to allow
their children to envoll themselves in the
Children’s Guild ( Junior Temperance
Society ), and in their own houses to
guard agninst anything that ean en-
danger their little ones’ perseverance in
this counsel of a higher Iife.
