The Domestic hen, that valuable
Canadian asset, is laying herself
out in great style at St. Andrew’s
rectory, Port ‘Arthur. Far from
waitinig for the Faster egg season,
she distinguished herself during all
the past winter. Brother Fluet has
only 43 laying hens, and yet he
collected no less than fifty dozen
eggs during the short month of
February, usually a most unpro-
pitious seasomn, Wwhen eggs fetched
fifty cents a dozen. Since last
Christmas besides all the eggs he
used for the priest's house and
five or six hundred which he gave
to the convent and the hospital,
he has made about $40 in eggs
sold for cash, while his expenses
for feeding them amount to about
six dollars, and the time spent in
taking care of them was only a
few minutes each day. Is there
any other farming industry that
can show these returns?
