This year’s Stratford Festival reported a
record $1.37-million worth of advance
orders some two months before opening
in June. An unusually high level of
interest. from the local community and
from United States audiences was credited
for much of the increase over last year’s
advance sales, which were $1.11 million
at the same period.

The thirty-first season, which opened
on June 5 with Macbeth, runs until
October 22. Productions in the three
auditoriums — Festival Theatre, the Avon
Theatre and the Third Stage — are (in
order of opening) Shakespeare’s Macbeth;,
As You Like It; Richard I, Moliére’s
Tartuffe; Gilbert and Sullivan’s The
Gondoliers and The Mikado; William
Wycherley’s The Country Wife; and
Arthur Miller’s classic Death of a Sales-
man. Shakespeare’s Love’s Labour’s Lost
and Much Ado About Nothing open in
August and, the Virtuoso Performance
series has Douglas Campbell in Blake;
