SIR,

I have the honour ta refer ta discussions between Canadian and United
States officiais regarding the North.-Eastern Interstate Forest Fixe Protection
Compact.

I amn pieased to inform you that the Canadian Goverument has examined
the text and has agreed ta the participation of the Provinces of New Brunswick
and Quebec in the Compact. In accordance with the authority given by the
Government o-f - Canada, the Government of Quebee signed ý the ~Compact on
September 23, 1969, and the Government of New Brunswick desires to, sign in
the near future.

It is the view of the Canadian Governmenit that, in accordance with Cana-
dian law, the signing of the Compact by the Provinces of New Brunswick and
Quebec takes effect on the date of this exehange of Notes between our two
Governinents or on the date of their sigiiature of the Compact, wbichever is the
later. 1 should be grateful if you would confirm that the Government of the
United States s0 authorizes extension of the Compact ta a non-United States
jurisdiction.

If the Government of the United States authorizes extension of the Compact
to a non-United States jurisdiction, I propose that this Note, whi%?h is authentic
ini English and in French, and your reply ta that effect shall constitute an
Agreement between our two Governments which shall enter into farce on the
date of your reply.
