Structure and mnembership
The administrative and technical ma-
chinery of the WMO consists of:
(1> A World Meteorological Con-

gress in which 146 member
cou ntri es and territori es are rep-
resented by the heads of their
meteorological services. It meets
once every four years to estab-
lish the program for the next
four, to adopt technical regula-
tions on meteorological practices
and procedures and to determine
general policy. The Seventh Con-
gress was held in Geneva from
April 28 to, May 23, 1975.

(2> An Executive Committee that su-
pervises the carrying-out of reso-
lutions of the Congress, initiates
studies and makes recommenda-
tions on matters requiring inter-
national action. It meets at Ieast
once a year, its members being
the president and the three vice-
presidents of the WMO, the pres-
idents of the six regional associa-
tions of the WMO, and 14 elected
