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The survey examined Canadians' expectations regarding the likelihood that "the free
trade agreement will be finally signed and approved in both countries." For those feeling
this is unlikely, they were further asked to indicate if they feel this will most likely be
due to the objections of Canada or those of the United States. Results are shown in
Table 12.

A majority think it likely that the deal will be finalized but there is no consensus (and
indeed considerable guesswork and uncertainty) among those thinking it unlikely the deal
will be finally signed, as to whether this will result from Canadian or American
objections.
