else. Peacekeeping forces may require further information regarding these facili-
ties. The facilities of the airport can be interpreted in much more detail using
imagery (Figure 10). Features that can be interpreted include:

• secure perimeter

• runway lengths and conditions

• terminal building and hangars

• revetted storage facilities for ammunition or POL

• support and storage areas
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
