THE GUYANESE MARKET
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Multinational companies are having some economic and social impact on
Guyanese society.

Adaptability of products and services to the specific needs of mining
companies is a key factor in selecting a supplier.

Northern Guyana has the greatest established mining potential.

The Guyanese mining industry spends little on research and development.

Three activity areas associated with mining operations: (1) excavating and
drilling, (2) milling and hauling, (3) infrastructures and services.

The mining sectôr incurs heavy capital spending at the initial stage of
operations, while the replacement market is much smaller.
