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it to the Supreme Court of Canada which has taken it under
advisement and should deliver its judgment in the forthcoming
months.

Madam Speaker, you have indicated that it is 5 o’clock and
that we should now adjourn. I understand that I will have the
opportunity to conclude my speech whenever this debate is
resumed.
