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If it is an essential service, should it be allawed ta close
down at any tinie and not anly inconvenience but almost
drive ta the point of bankruptcy a lot of businesses and
almost drive ta the point of having ta go to the food
banks perhaps our senior citizens? I arn one who believes
that when we are dealing with an essential service the
tume has corne ta make sure that the mail does go
through, and the mail does go through at ail times. If
that means that we have to remove the riglit to lock out,
remove the right ta strike, then that is what we are gomng
to have ta do.

It is not as if this is something that is unique, that is
earth shaking, that does flot apply in other cases, Mr.
Speaker. Yau and I know that there are other essential
services that do flot have the riglit ta strike and do not
have the riglit ta lock out. I think for one of many if not
ail of aur police departments. They go through this
process without the riglit ta strike and without the right
of management ta hock them out. What they do of course
is have a process of binding arbitration in which there is a
decision made. Someone or some body of peophe sit
down and listen ta ail the concerns on bath sides and
came ta a decision which is binding an everybody. There
is flot a labour shutdown. There is in fact a decisian made
by a board of arbitration.

That is the way that it happens with police depart-
ments, fire departments, and other essential. services
right across aur country. That is the way ini my view that
it shouhd happen liere.

There is a premium. ta pay for compulsory arbitration.
We have seen tume and tume again that an arbitrator
usually rewards the employees at a higher rate under
compulsory arbitration than they do if it is a negotiated
settiement. But that is a price that lias ta be paid by the
public for the convenience of having a police department
that is there ail the time, a fire department that is there
ail the tume, and in this case 1 believe the price that lias
ta be paid for a post office that is there ail the time. I
hope that the House in its wisdom wilh see fit ta pass this
bihl and send it ta cornmittee sa that we can enact it and
make sure that it is part-
