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sfy. an operation or radium troatment has deen available, to
detormine their ultimate effect and also to compare the find-
ings of such an investigation with the prthological report
made at the time of the operation. Lot me give an illus-
tration. patient 1s operated on for cancer of the 1ip.

A canser 1s roemoved by surgical operation and the pationt
discharged. No further record of the case has besen kept,

and 1t is often true that if follow-up methods were employed
and the patient roturned from time to tims for examination
any recurrence of the discase would be detooted earlier and
the patient’s life prodsdly saved, Or, take the case of a
lump appearing in the droast of = woman. The pathologist
might advise that the safest thing to do was to remove the
whole breast. it ie¢ Dr, Arvchidbald's opinion that such
advice 1s not always wise, and $hat he and the other surgoons
would bo in a much detter position to copo with this dranch
0f the disease If they had at thoilr disposal the records of
all oases of this nature thst have boen dealt with,

I may say that my investig-tion shows that great
stress is now being laid upon the value of these Cancer Clinics,

The other side of the investigational worky of
course, lies in the laboratory, bdbut this involves the oxpend i~
ture of a tremendous amount of money. i belieove that the
sause of cancer and its cure is more likely %o be found
if records of cancer cases aro caroefully noted and follows
up investigations proceeded with. This can best be done
through a clinic, It would be of greatg advantage to know
whother the conclusions of the pathologist at the timeo of
the oporation wore Jus tified, in the l1ight of what happens
af torwards. By this method of scareful study £% is most
likely someome will get the 1dea which, proporly followed
“py may load to a discovery of the cause of this dread
disoase. in this work the surgoon, the pathologist, the
physicist and she blo-chemist will all have a share,

It 18 the advice of Doctors Archibald and
Fraser - and in this I concur - that for the next year
we apply to this work only the income on the enpital,
and that we divide this income equally botween the se
two departments {the Department of Surgery and the Deo-
Partment of Obstesrics and Cynaecology) - part of i%, as
1 say, %o enable Dr. Archibald $o establish his Out-Door
Clinic, and the othor ¢ onable Dy, Praser to enlarge the
800pé and usefulness of tho Clinic already established in
the Naternity Department,

I cannot tell you how much these men and
the other mombers of the Mediceal Faculty are oncouraged
and stimulated by this help you have offered.
