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It certainly is greatly to be lamented that after the unfor-

tunate experience of the last fifteen years the Colonial office,

whose dislike to the appointment of Agents has been so strong,

should at this time be most imperfectly informed upon, or be

very indifferent to what is passing in Canada. Its present

sources of information are the representations of a Govenor-

General, who publicly argues against the principles of Govern-

ment, to which the people of this country, as well as of

Canada, are most attached—the reports of the disappointed

instruments of Lord Sydenham's corrupt and unsuccessful

policy, and the prejudiced statements of defeated land jobbers.
