NITROGEN’S QUALITY
REMAINS UNCHANGED

This Gas Betrays an Utter Indif-
ference Towards Its Fel-
low Elements.

Nitrogen, as it occurs in the air we
breathe, 18 sald to be a peculiarly lazy
member of the family of elements. The
average human loafer, remarks a writer
in The New York Evening Post, is am-
bitious by contrast. No ordinary stimu-
lus can stir nitrogen to action. It forms
seventy-five per cent. of the alr  we
breathe, but it remains unchanged after
being inhaled and exhaled, except that
it is a little warmer.

In the outer world, too, elements of all
sorts go wandering by, and nitrogen sits
like a dummy uninterested and quite un-
responsive to any advences they may
make.

To be sure, a few years ago the in-
dustrial chemists succeeded, by using
powerful electric currents, in waking up
the atmospheric nitrogen, -and now there
are several large factories in which ni-
trogen activated in th's way is being
turned into explosives and fertilizers.
. But in the laboratory and on the street
it has continued to be the inert element
par excellence. In wview of the very im-
portant part that nitrogen, combined,
plays in the world, cheniists, with the
necessary ldealism to make them great,
have long suspected that if just the right
conditions could be provided this indif-
ference of nitrogen ' to its fellow-ele-
ments would disappear.

COLD WAVE IN FRANCE
CAUSES GREAT MISERY

In Paris Several Persons Have
Succumbed— Heavy Fall
of Snow.

PARIS, Jan. 14.—(Can. Press)—Sev-
eral deaths have occurred in Paris, and
there is much suffering among the
poor owing to the bitter weather. The
temperature dropped to 23 degrees
Fahrenheit tonight—the lowest of the
year. A piercing wind prevails,’ with
occasional flurries of snow.

The prefect of Paris is arranging to
place large. coke fires in the streets for
the homeless, and fs distributing food
supplies ‘and fuel to the needy. ' -

In the south conditions are even more
severe than in the north. The snow
has fallen contiuously for 36 hours, and
is still falling at Marseilles, causing the
suspension of all traffic, with the ex-
ception of a few street cars. Work
along the waterfront is almost at a
standstill. Many towns and villages in
the country are cut off, .

PRES]IDIO, Tex., Jan. B#4.-—(Can.
Press.)—When informed today that

the war department at Mexico City
would request the, United States to
return to Mexico all the Mexican sol-
diers who were driven into this coun-
try by -the rebgls at "Ojinaga, Mex.
Gen. Salvgdor Mercado said: '

“We are in the hands of the United
States. It never  was our purpose
merely to retreat to this country for
safety and then to return to fight
again as soon as we had been fed. I
ordered our soldiers to cross the river
on grounds of humanity. We had no
ammunition with which to fight. A
thousand women and children:  wege
among us. What the United: States
will do with us I dou't know, bt 1
shall be glad to conform to the wishes
of my own government.’ I asd’ my
men are still soldiers.”

The plans for the transportation of
Gen. Mercado, the 3,352 Mexican sol-
diers and officers and the 1,367 women
and children refugees to Fort Bliss at
El Paso, where théy are to be held in
custody indefinitely were rushed to-
day. As soon as they arrive at Marfa,
the nearest railroad station. they will
be put on trains for ¥l Paso.

The Mexican soldiers are
virtually as prisoners. The
known as camp - followers, are the
wives of the soldiers. They are per-
1eitted to accompany the exiled army
as their own choice.

The fact that.there were no execu-
tions by the rebéls after the federals
retreated was due to an order issued
b7 Gen. Villa that only volunteers in
the Huerta urmy should be summarily
put to death. No valunteers were
captured. X

Gen. Villa said that henceforth as
the revolution proceeds promiscuous
shooting of prisoners must cease.

DEFY POLICE ATTACKS

Entrenched in Labor Hall, They
Hurléd Missiles at
Assailants,

JOHANNESBURG, South Africa,
Jan. 14.-—(Can, Press.)—8trike Secre-
tary Bain of the Federation of Trades
and a band of irreconcilable comrades
have entrenched themselves in the
trades hall here, where they defy the
police to arrest them.

Mr. Ryan left headquarters at the
end of September, and, ng to
the latest mnews, had reached. a point
70 miles up the Kiko river. The plan
was, on reaching the Strickland riv-
er, to construct rafts and flaat down
that river for 300 miles towards Dary,
the government headq ers.  The
country is-extrémely difficult, and all
food has to be carried. °

The last  expedition found the na-
tives very hostile. Not much is
known of the inhabitants, except that
they are light skinned and sturdy peo-
ple of the mountaineer type. They live
at an altitude of some 6000 feet, wear
long cloaks, are armed with bows and
arrows, and carry wooden shields.
Whether they are cannibals is uncer-
tain, but the last expédition found
abundant evidence that they cut off
the hands of thelr enemies, smoked
them, and thén wore them in rows
round their necks. -

Further details have also been re-
ceived of the Massey Baker govern-
ment expedition, which has been
working in an entirely unkhown re-
glon of the Fly river, in Papua. Let-
ters which left New Gulnea in Octo~
ber show that the leader of the expe-
dition himself was still in hospital suf-
fering from the privations of the jour.
ney. "

The -second in command, Lieut. S.
D. Burraws, supplies detalls  from
which it appears that the government
launch with the expedition cruised in
the Purari delta, a perfect maze of
waterways largely suncharted. Two
other vessels were then- added to the
expedition, the object of which was
to locate centres of population and to
establish government posts,

An important discovery was made
of an extensive lake, and the expe-
dition came into touch with the na-
tives, who were found to be very wild.
The hardships encountered were tell-
ing on the party, and the voyage back
to Daru is described in letters Just re-
ceived as a “perfect nightmare.”
