London, Oct. 2.-Count Tolstoi, tlie 
Russian novelist, contributes to The 
Chronicle passages from his diary, un­
der the caption “The Demands of Love.”

He pictures cleanly, educated people 
staying voluntarily in a Russian village 
to help the peasantrv, with the idea 
that all men are equal before God m 
the right to life and all that life can 
give. He says: \

“One would think that 
could he better, but nevertheless this 
life will be purgatofjv or will become 
purgatory, if these people arc not hypo­
crites and do not lie—i.e., if they are 
really sincere.”

In a graphic description of the nun 
and squalor of a Russian village, he 
leads up to the assertion that inequality 
is based on force, and that only by the 
destruction of force is betteim°nt pos­
sible.

He shows the uselessness of the revo­
lutionary remedy of violence, whicu, he 
says, is only opposing old violence with 
new. He concludes:

“Dreadful and difficult as is the posi- 
tion of a man living a Christian 1 fe 
amid a life of violence, he has no path 
but that of struggle and sacrifice—sacri­
fice without end. One must realize the 
gulf that separates the verminous,, fam­
ished millions from the overfed, over­
dressed rich, and to fill up this gulf 
we need sacrifices and not the hypocrisy 
with which we now try to hide from 
ourselves the depth of the gulf. A man 
may lack strength to throw himself into 
the gulf, but it cannot be escaped by 
anyone who seeks efter life. We may 
be unwilling to go ipto it, but let us 
bo honest and say so, and not deceive 
ourselves with hypocritical pretences.

“ Black bread and want seem so ter­
rible. but the bottom of the pit of want 
is not so deep after all, and we are 
often like the boy who clung by his 
hand in terror all night to the edge of 
ft well into which he had stumbled, fear­
ing the depth of the water he supposed 
was there, while a foot below him was 
the dry bottom. Yet we must not trust 
to that bottom. We must go forward 
prepared to die; only that love is true 
which knows no limit to sacrifice, even 
unto death.”

Washington, Oct. 2.—The British 
blue book on the Behring Sea was re­
ceived here to-day and was scanned 
with interest by the few officials to 
whom it became available, owing to the 
controversy on the subject, in whioh not^ 
only this country and Great Britain, 
but also Russia and Japan have taken 
part. The volume covers 130 large 
printed pages, and apparently is ex­
haustive of the correspondence, begin­
ning with Sir Julian Pauncefote’s let­
ter to the Earl of Kimberley, of Jan. 
18, 1895, and closing with a despatch 
from the Foreign O til ce to Mr. Adams,

The cable report from London that 
Secretary Sherman’s letter to Ambassa­
dor Hay had been printed only in 
part, the alleged discourteous portions 
being omitted, proves to be incorrect.

strips when his corpse was taken from 
the huge vat into which be had fallen.
’ Foust and several other workmen were 
engaged last night 1h filling the vat with 
logs which arc treated chemically in that 
way before being cut up into veneer. 
The vat is an immense affair, and was 
tilled with boiling water and chemicals. 
It is supposed that he missed his footing 
and by accident fell among the logs.

The other workmen did not miss Foust 
for some time, and then only when one 
of them noticed the hat of the unfor­
tunate man floating on trp of the 
steaming liquid. It had slipped off its 
owner's head and floated to the surface.

It was some moments before the men 
eotild believe that such a fate had be­
fallen their companion, but their hideous 
fears were fully realized when, after a 
short search, they brought the body to 
the top of the vat. It was literally 
cooked. The flesh fell in pieces from 
the hones.

Foust was about 35 years old. a 
Swede ly birth, and sober and indus­
trious. He leaves a wife and two chil­
dren, respectively 4 and 10 years old.

Subsequently Sagasta joined the Oppo­
sition and attacked the administration 
formed by Martinez de Campos and 
Canovas del Castillo, 1877-79. In 3880 
when a new Liberal party was formed, 
Honor Sagasta joined it, and the Cabinet 
of Senor Canovas del Castillo was over­
thrown early in 1881, and Sagasta and 
Martinez de Campos, by a coalition, came 
Into power. Sagusta’s Ministry remained 
ill office until October, 1883, but he was 
again ill power in 1885 and in 1888. 
In 1S95 his Ministry resigned and was 
succeeded by that of the late Senor 
Canovas del Castillo, who in turn, after 
his death at the hands of the assassin 
AngiolUlo, was succeeded by General 
Azcarraga.

Marshal Blanco, who apparently is to 
succeed Captain-General Wey 1er in Cuba, 
was formerly Governor-General of the 
Philippine Islands, where he was suc­
ceeded by Gen. Polavieja. Subsequent­
ly Marshal Blanco was appointed chief 
of the mTIilary household of the Queen 
Regent.
