SOUTH AMERICA WÔN’T SAT THE 
MONROE CREED.

As the date for the holding of the Pan- 
American congress draws near It becomes 
more and more evident that the countries 
of South America will refuse to follow the 
lead of the United States. They will, 
not recognize the authority of the Monroe 
doctrine, nor will they accept the self- 
imposed paramountcy of the United States 
over the dual continent. European and 
South American papers ark protesting 
against the presumption of tike United 
States In assuming to dictate the relation­
ship of South America to the continent 
of Europe. Thie Economiste Française 
contains an exhaustive analysis of the re­
latione, commercial and political, between 
the United States and the countries of 
South America. It says In conclusion : 
“If they are shrewd, the Latln-Amerlcans 
will understand that, from their point of 
view, th'e Monrote doctrine mean® not 
merely ‘America for the Americans,’ but 
'South America for the South Americans.’ 
The peril of foreign domination is much 
more likely to come to them from the 
United States than from Europe."

This seems to be an unassailable politi­
cal postulate. South America is a totally 
different continent from North America. 
It Is Inhabited by a people who have no 
connection, racially or politically, with 
the United States. Why. then, should 
they not be allowed to develop along their 
own ideas without Interference at the 
hands of the United States? If North 
America Is entitled to Its Monroe doctrine, 
South America Is equally entitled to 
promulgate a «Similar doctrine ho» the 
southern continent. The Monroe doctrine 
has been battered all to pieces of late, 
both In Europe and America. We doubt 
If the United States will have the nerve 
to recite the Monroe creed before the 
Pan-American congress. Such presumption

RAILWAY sanitation.
The Ffench people have up-to-date Ideas 

on the sanitation of railway cars. in 
France the law compels railway companies 
to observe all necessary sanitary precau­
tions for the health and comfort of passen­
gers. In virtue of legislation passed March 
Ti ot this year, It. is forbidden absolutely to 
sweep and duet car compartments while 
dry. The floors must be sprinkled and the 
seats and woodwork must be wiped with 
cloths moistened with some antiseptic solu­
tion. Dry sweeping and dusting only) 
serve to scatter disease germs and particu­
larly the bacillus of tuberculosis.

Arrangements must be made for the com­
plete periodical disinfection of cars and 
for the dally cleaning of the compartments. 
In order to carry out this purpose 
floors should be waterproofed or covered 
with carpets of India rubber, linoleum or 
something of the kind. The sides should 
be In wood, llncrusta or pegamoid. The 
cushions should be upholstered with some 
material not having a long pile, and pre­
ferably with a non-permeable material. 
Sttnilarly In waiting-rooms and 6 around 
other station buildings, dry sweeping is 
forbidden, and those places that may be 
carpeted should be covered with something 
that can be washed.

Placards must be conspicuously display­
ed everywhere forbidding people to spit 
on the floors.

The linen of sleeping cars must oe prop­
erly washed and subjected to high tempera­
ture In the proeess of cleaning, after each 
journey, and to It should be attached a 
ticket Indicating to the passenger the date 
of the last cleaning.

The managing officers of the various 
French railways are requested to ma ko 
known to the Minister of Public Works 
what they are doing to carry out these 
orders, and In the meantime they must 
take the following measures :

Remove'all carpets other than linoleum, 
India rubber or like substances.

Forbid, absolutely, dry sweeping ana 
dusting In vars, waiting-rooms, baggage 
rooms, balls, etc.

While waiting for opportunity to replace 
all uphodstered coverings with material 
that may be washed the backs and seats ^ 
should be protected by movable coverings 
which can be washed and subjected to 
high temperature.

Finally, It is forbidden to carry persons 
visibly or notoriously affected by con­
tagious diseases in compartments that are 
used by the public.

It was prepared by three teachers who 
had been successfully engaged In the work 
for some years, and they tested their work 
in the class before placing It before the 
public; and the hearty welcome which it 
received, as well as the kindly remarks 
of appreciation which competent critics 
have made regarding It, shows how well 
their work was done.

Mr. Lochheed may be able to show weak 
points In it; but his mere statement4that 
he can do so will have little weight..till 
he has pointed them out and his criti­
cisms have been discussed.
