Yesterday's Big Show.

The second annual Christwas fat stock
show at the Unlon Stock Yards, held ycos-
terday, was probably one of the wost suc-
copeful shows, in point of quality of stock,
ever held in Dominion of Canada. Leading
stockman from “all parts of the province
were in attendance, and their opinion was
that never had they seen s6 many cattle
of good quallty together at any show. There
were 1833 head of cattie stabled at the
yards, but all were not entered for coupe-
tition. Some of the beasts were direct frow
Chicago .and the Ontario Winter Fair,
where they carrled off first prizes. They
were not quite so successful yesterday. Tae
management at the Union Stock Yards
bad ‘considered the comfor --both of the
beasts and the visitors. A lavge alley, roof-
ed with glass and sawdust under foot, made
an acceptable promenade. The cattle could
be viewed In pens on éach side. The sheep
were c¢omfortably housed in pens under
cover, and the export eattle were tied up
in stalls by themseclves. The management
donated over $500 im cash prizes. A full
list of the winners and a description of
the cattic and sales will be found in the
market columne.

It was 16
months sing> the yards opened, and nine
months of that time there was only one
Iine of railway to them. With many diffi-
culties in the way. the yards had been a
success, and. since they opened, 125,000
eattle bad been placed. Five years dAgo
this would have been considered impossible,
but it showed that the management was
right when it gaid that the llve stock in-
terests required more accommodation. When
abroad he was lmpressed with the fact that
we in Ontario have not déveloped the in-
terests we should.

TLE SOLEL PUERMRG FOR

RGHS U HE NNRIY

Autonomy in the Northwest Gives it
a Text for Some Significant
Sentences.

Montreal, Dec.  12.—(Special.)—Le
Soleil, the Laurier govérnment orgati,
in the City of Quebec, publishes a very
significant article headed, ““The Schoal
Question in the Northwest.” Le Solell

begins its article by a review of the
Manitoba school question, saying that
while Sir Wilfrid Laurier raised the
standard of victory with one hand, he
signed with the other under the vigi-

XIII. the condemnation of fhe Green-
way Act., - Proceeding The Soleil ade-
clares that while the Conservatives are
demanding immediate action from Sir

they forget the rights of the minority
in that country as they forget them in
Manitoba. f

In reply to those whom the Laurler
organ compares to a troop of children
when they cry out for liberty, Le Soleil
says: “Yes, the Uorthwest will be
free like all the other provinces, Jt it
will be a restrained liberty. The North-
west will be free to carry on its publi¢c
works, to spénd its money and to con-
duct its public affairs, but it will not
be free to be unjust to the weak and
té deprive the minority of their sacred
rights. The Northwest will not be at
liberty, altho it will soon have the
strength, to destroy Canadian unity, 1o
treat the old settlers as valets. Tt will
have real rights, but it will not be alone
and shotld respect the rights of others,
The wisdom and ability of Sir Wiltrid
Laurier has alyeady repaired. the mis-
takes of the province, and the same
wisdom and the same ability is at work
to prevent others from being commit-
ted.”

Then the amiable Quebéc organ de-
clares that the obstacles to hg over-
come will be Conservative folly, Orange
fanatacism and the political incapacily
and blindness of R. L. Borden. Laws.
Le Soleil declares, are not immutable.
but they should be durable. The pre-
sent conditons in the Northwest will
not last five years. [ach year brings
& new -element into the country. There
is a work of evolution over these which
must be watched, directed and vivi-
fied.

“Is it a west that is to be made? XNo,
it is a Canada. Therefore, if the west
obtains its liberty it is on condition
that it remains Canadian, and, if ne-
cessary, to become Canadian. There-
fore, in Canada a religious liberly and
educational liberty is national liberty.
a characteristic liberty, a liberty that
all must respect, and a liberty which
must he possessed if they remain one
of ourselves.”

lighting and for electric heaters. The
larger proprietors own the motors which
they use on the farms, while the small-
er ones club together by two or four
and use a common motor, which is
mounted on a carriage, and can he
taken from one place to another, These
motors are rum at a specially reduce:l
price, and even the smallest farm can
use them with great economy. At pre-
went nearly forty of the farms are using
clectricity exclusively as a motive pow-
er. The central station, which hag been
equipped by the Societe Alsacienne, will
scon be increased by adding a 150 hors»-
power alternator, which runs at 5200
vaults and 50 cycles.

In Madagascar an electric plant is in
operation at Tendro. The station is lo-
cated on the Tkopa River, and the ra-
pids of the stream afford a fall of 100
feet, The total output of the fall 1s
7000 horsepower, but lesz than 100 are
ag yet employed. The first turbine en-
gine in the station drives two dynamns
of 850 volts. Current is used mainly fo -
operating motors in the Suberbri rice
plant, which has a large factory a few
miles from the station. - The maximum
logs in the transmission line is 8 per
cent. The present plant lies in the cen-
ire of a large rice-producing district,
and according to reports the tota] yield
is 25,000 or 30,000 tons.
