Bar Harbor, Me., Aug. 26^-îhe society 

“Monte Carlo,” which has been conduct­
ed in one of the finest cottages in the 
most fashionable districts here, has been 
closed after a warning raid by Sheriff 
Silsby’s force of deputies.
