‘The Turkish Steam Company was es-
tablished through her influence and interest in thv‘,
concern. The coal mines of Hereke are workec
for her account. In fine, most of the enterprising
commercial transactions have seen her among the
chief shareholders with a view to encouragement.
It is stiange that she has not endowed a single
mosque or Mussulman institution, and it is univer-
sally believed here that she still jadhered to her
