SERBIANS COMPLAIN
BULGARS RECRUITING
IN CAPTURED TERRITORY

Corfu, via Paris, March 14—A state-
ment issued by the Serbian press bureau
says:

The Bulgarian newspapers announce
thg' the Bulgarian government has or-
ded¥¢d recruiting in the entire region of
the Serbian valley of the Morava river.
Recruiting in Serbian Macedonia already
had taken place. These two measures,
it is pointed out, are contrary to the law
of nations, which provides that inhabit-

ants of invaded Serbia remain Serbian
subjects, and cannot serve in a foreign
army, especially that of Bulgaria, with
which country Serbia is at war.

The Serbian Morava river rises on the
southwest frontier of Serbia and enters
the Danube thirty miles southeast of Bel-
grade. The river is 250 miles long.

The commandant of
the yard has full authority to move
about United States naval vessels fromn
one point to the other within his station.
But he must have.f@lt that this authority
did not include the interned liners which
are foreign men-of-war belonging to a
power still at peace with this country.

It so happens that the German liners

Might Block the Basin.

The armiral knew that if the Germans

elected to block the entrance to the basin
which their ships occupied, all they had
to do was to warp themselves out from
the piers during some foggy and stormy
night and open their Kingston valves and
sink themselves—just like Hobson tried
to bottle up Cervera’s ships by sinking
the Merrimac across the entrance to:San-
tiago harbor. With the Germans at the
bottom of the entrance, the basin would
be effectually blocked and our ships
imprisoned, even if temporarily.
i Instructions were asked from [Wash-
ington which only the secretary of the
navy or the chief of operations could
give. But none came. The Germans
could not be moved, so our own ships
had to be. As the government refused
to sanction or give authority for the
moving of the German: ships, the Ameri-
can battleships were shifted, one by one,
from their original berthing places in-
side the basin, where the Germans oc-
cupied the outside pier.”" Our ships are
now elsewhere in the navy yard and on
a war basis, ’

Germans Well Posted.

The German menace ‘has for thirty-
four days practically driven all of our
merchant ships from the high seas.
Equally so, our vwn fighting ships, sup-
posedly secure ¥n their own navy yard,
had to retreat to keep out of f;oésihle
German harm.

According to internatignal jaw the
German ships, being interned, should re-
main peacefully passive. Four hundred
marines, strewn out over the yard, guard

them but from the dock. Naturally these !

marines have no authority on board the
ships themselves. - Daily supplies have
been arriving for the Germans for weeks,

but no search was made of these con-!

signments. Our authorities had no
knowledge of what came on board. It
is also believed by competent observ-
ers, who are not sensationalists, that
quantities of eéxplosives, small arms, ma-
chine guns, and small arm ammunition
are stored on board.

Until recently it- was a free gangway.
For months the Germans have had the
run of the yard and the city of Philadel-
phia. The German tars fraternized with
our bluejackets. The German officers
gave “tea fights,” inviting all kinds of
good people. Sparing no cffort, the Ger-
;r.mns were in full touch with the situa-
ion.

Wiseless Secretly Hoisted

But, since the break, this has all been
ended, and the officers and men are all
confined to their ships. A clause of the
naval neutrality regulations was dug
cut and enforcede The Germans had not
given their parole, and thus, according
to regulations, could be confined to their
vessels. But though confined, they are
in full communication with the outside,
and, breaking the regulations, the Ger-
man ships have at night hoisted their
wireless antenneas and received radio
messages. This, too, has now been stop-
ped, but with no assurance of the opera-
tion not being repeated.

If war comes between Germany and
the United States from the Teutons’ side,

the captains of these ships will know it|

before word reaches our own govern-
memt. If an American merchant ship is
torpedoed, they will know first. The
machinery of the German liners in Ho-
boken was destroyed on advance infor-
mation of the crisis between the two

men. Successfully raiding the South
Atlantic, they both brought their ships
back to safety. They eluded British
cruisers and steamed gaily through the
English blockade and right into Hampton
Roads. The first intimation the French
and British cruisers outside Capt Henry
had of the safe arrival of the Kronprinz
in the Roads was a-wireless request from
Fort Monroe, asking the Kronprinz not
to anchor over the telegraph and other
cables—sort of “don’t-slam-the-door-
when-you-come-in.” He didn’t.

Snubs From German Officers

Likewise, these Germans snubbed the
authorities of the Philadelphia Navy
Yard who, through their own mistake
laid themselves open to a slight which
in these days might be called an insult.
T'he .commandant of the Philadelphia
yard informed the senior officer on the
German ships that Washington’s birth-
day, Feb. 22, would be celebrated as a
national holiday, and that all the Am-
erican vessels would dress-ship“at eight
a.m. and fire a salute at noon. In the
amenities of nations, this is the interna-
tional custom, just as an American man-
of-war dresses ship and “salutes the
King’s birthday in a British port.

But, in an official letter, the senior
German naval officer replied that, owing
to tlie fact that his government had sus-
pended relations with the United States,
he could not participate in honoring an
American national holiday. Add this to
the score of German snubs. But don’t
blame the German captain, but rather
our own people who should have known
that suspended diplomatic relations
means suspension of amenities as well.
Somebody slept at the switch.

Exposing Naval Secrets

A high school boy could, two years ago
have guessed that we might sooner or
later be at war with Germany. And
that, in the meanwhile, we should at
least try to keep every naval preparation
for war secret and not hand things out
to: our possible enemy, and on a silver
salver at that. But what did we do
when these two liners came to us and in-
terned, asking for shelter? We put them
plumb in one of our most important
navy .yards at Norfolk, where they were
for almost two years. Now these clever
Germans were neither idlers nor fools,
and it is safe to assume that they have
been busy getting the dope, i.e., finding

So where do we move
them? Not to some quiet bight up the

ed foreign man-of-war shall be placed in
2 navy yard. So, in interning in a
navy yard two men-of-war belonging to
a country which might be at war with
us soon, the navy department has not
only violated common sense and mili-
tary precaution, but also its own regula-
tions.

The purpose of this is to make public
opinion (it is not intended as a criticism)
and to point out the necessity for the
removal of the German warships to a
spot where they and their men can do
us no specific harm. In these days it is
the duty of the most humble citizen to
pull the hook in the fire alarm box even
if there is only a flicker of flame.

DUTCH EDITOR GOES
TO JAIL FOR TELLING
TRUTH ABOUT GERMANY

London, March 14—A sentence of im-
prisonment for three months is reported
by Reuter’s correspondent at The Hague

to have been imposed on Herr Schroeder,
editor of the Amsterdam Telegraaf, on
the charge of having endangered the neu-
trality of the state by the publication, in
an editorial, of the statement: “In cen-
tral Europe there is a group of com-

He was acquitted on that charge,
but 1 second. accusation, that of endan-
gering the neutrality of the state, was
made before his acquittal and has since
been pending.
