istration Commission.

The French government offered to 
maintain these cemeteries, but the Brit­
ish government has, however, in agree­
ment with the French government, un­
dertaken to provide for their maintenance 
in perpetuity and a commission has been 
appointed for the purpose, of which, with 
the king’s consent, the Prince of Wales 
has accepted the presidency.

Square, London. Relatives are asked to 
bear in mind that some time may elapse 
before graves are properly recorded.
