GERMAN PREPARATIONS

In her letter from La Panne, Belgium, 
to the Saturday Evening Post,' Mary 
Roberts Rinehart writes this significant 
paragraph. ,

“The beach et La Panne has its story. 
There are guns there now, waiting. The 
men in charge of them wait, and wait­
ing shiver in the cold. And just a few 
minutes away, along the sands, there 
was a house built by a German, a house 
whose foundation was a cemented site 
for a gun. The house is destroyed now. 
It had Been carefully located strategical­
ly, and built long before the war began. 
A gun on that foundation would have 
commanded Nieuport.”

Abundant evidence has been revealed 
since the war began to show that the 
Germans had long been secretly prepar- 

. ing for a war which would add Belgium 
to their territory. Dr. Demburg frankly 
declared last week that Belgium was the 
foreland of Germany, and he asserted 
that it would not be given up at the end 
of the war. Territorial gain was the 
ambition of Germany, and in addition to 
extensive areas for foreign colonies she 
desired Belgium. In various parts of the 
latter country just such cemented sites 
for guns as Mrs. Rinehart saw at Le 
Panne had been located at points of 
strategical importance. In the face of 
the accumulating evidence it is quite 
useless for the Germans to pretend that 
this war was thrust upon them, and that 
they have been fighting for their exist­
ence. They were able to deceive the 
world right up to the time when war 
was declared, and not very long before 
that time the British press was con­
gratulating Britain upon the apparently 
growing cordiality of the relations be­
tween that country and Germany. To­
day, however, the Hun stands revealed 
for what he is, and is beginning to 
realize the folly of his ambition.
