At the meeting of the common coun­
cil yesterday authority wasi given for in­
creasing the pay of all thd members of 
the police force, for printing a 
manual and for the employment 
special policemen to look after alien en­
emies within the city.

Commissioner McLellan reported that

(second year) $2.50; patrolmen (first 
year) $2-00; police matron 860 a month.

Commissioner McLellan said the act­
ual amount,of increase the advance rep­
resented Was $2,578, tout for the current 
year it would only amount to $694 over' 
the present appropriation. Aa against 
that increase for the/year they already 
bad in the department an increase in 
the police court revenue on the first 
four months of the year of $1,'200 odd 
dollars as compared with 1914, and he 
expected that item to exceed the ap­
propriation and there might be other 
sources from which he could draw.

The motion of the: commissioner 
granting the increase was carried.

Com. McLellan then moved that the 
new police manual which had been pre­
pared toy Chief Constable Simpson and 
which was in typewritten foçm he ap­
proved and printed for circulation 
among the force.
