Says Harding

U. S. PRESIDENT ADDRESSES LARGE

CROWD IN

VICTORIA

Pays Tribute to Dominion Government—First
President in Office to Set Foot On
Canadian Soil.

(Canadian Press)
Vancouver, B. C, July 26—“The

encient bugaboo of the U. S. scheming

to annex Canada disappeared from all
our minds years ago,” declared Presi-
dent Warren- G. Harding, speaking be-
fore a huge crowd in Stanley Parlk here
today.

“Heaven knows,” he continued, “we
have all we can manage now, and room
enough to spare for another hundred
million, before approaching the inten-
sive stage of existence of many Europ-
ean states,

“And, if I might be so bold as to of -
fer a. word of advice to you, it would
be this: Do not encourage any enter-
prise looking to Canada’s annexation
of the U. S. You are one of, the most
cspable governing peoples in the world,
but I entreat you, for your own' sakes,
to think twice before undertaking man-
lrgement of the territory which lies be-
tween the Great Lakes and the Rio
Grande.

Sage Advice,

“No, let us go our-own gaits along
perallel roads, you helping us and we
helping you. So long as each country
woaintains its independence and both
recognize their independence, those
paths cannot fail to be highways of
progress and prosperity. Nationality
continues to be a supreme factor in
modern existence. - Our very propinqu-
ity enjoins that most effective co-op-
eration which comes only from clasp-
ing of hands in true faith and good fel-
lowship.

“It is in that spirit that I have stop-
ped on my way home from a wvisit to
our pioneers in Alaska to make a pass-
ing call upon my very good neighbors
of the fascinating Iroquois name ‘Kan-
ada’ to whom, glorious in her youth
and strength and beauty, on behalf of
my own beloved country, 1 stretch
forth my arms in fraternal greetings,
with gratefulness for your splendid
welcome in’ my heart and from my
lips the whispered prayer of our fam-
ous Rip Van Winkle: ‘May you all
live ‘long and prosper.’ ”
